The Timea says the massacre will

disappoint everybody: It does not
deal in any degree with the absorb- -

ng topic, the bull-dozi- ng local
government in the south "and col
lateral questions. The document
tselils disjointed and bad reading.

lie shifts the responsibility of his
bad appointments on hU party
managers, Logan, Morton, Cam
eron and Chandler. The most tat- -
sfactory paragraph in the whole

paper is that in which he tells the
country that his official existence
fcvill terminate with next March.
There Is something of pathos in the
opening sentences which cannot
but disarm criticism, and which,
as much in reading Letwteu the
ines as tbe matter Itself, is really

an appeal to the sympathy of the
fsountry and a petition for a gentlerthan that to whioh hn
has been used from his contempor
aries anil irom history. A sad
thing is that he should be obligedto admit so much in the way of
mistakes and failure, and
should go out of office with an
apology. The closing paragraphsof the message are devoted
singularly enough to a restatement
of the argument in favor of the
banta Domingo scheme: not, as ho
savs, as a recommendation of the re
newal of the subject of annexation,but to vindicate his previous action
in regard to it. There could bo no
bettr illustration of the President's
amaziug obstinacy of character.
The Banta Domingo scheme was
probably one of the worst blunders
of his administration. It divided,
n the end, almost destroyed the

party, but it has passed out of the
people's mind, and might have
been forgotten. The message is
that of a man who is tired of public
life and weary of political strife. It
s a confession that hia civil career

has not been a success, and a ploa
for charitable Judgment; or, at
least, for a division of the blame.
t is only just to say of him that

hia military services entitled him
to the country's gratitude, and that
if his civic career was a failure, it
was bin misfortune while it was
the people's fault. .Let us take our
share f the blame of it, and re-

member, with satisfaction, that at
east, In one instance, his veto of

the inflation, his administration
was alike honorable to himself and
serviceable to the country.

Theoun a editorial says the mess
age is small, maagre and unsatis
factory; or course nobody expected
he would show any comprehension
of the perilous political state of the
country, or auy thing in the way of
suggestion or statesmanship. His
closing words express tho improba
bility that public atlairs will ever
again receive attention from him,
otherwise than as a private citizen,
and we must say there must be no
nconsolable grief over this fact,

when we see how utterly he has
failed, and still falls, to compre-
hend the duties of his office, the
responsibilities of the situation, and
gravity of the questions that are
before the country.

last annual message of President!
Grant is the emptiest document of
the kind ever sent to Congress, but
it has the merit of being snort.
rhe President is a man of sense.
He scorns to make a parade of re
commendations which have ho
chance of adoption, or to spin out
word to no purpose. We com-
mend the brevity, and have no par
ticular fault to find with the iuau--
tv of his final message. In the

earlier days of his administration,
when his political party had large
majorities in both house?, he made
many recommendations, which
were ignored or regretted, and very
few that were adopted. Why
should he continue to make idle
recommendations now when one
branch of Congress is democratic,
when no bill can pass without
the consent of his political oppon
ents, when he cannot remain in
office to carry out a new pollcy,and
when it is a foregone certainty that
Congress will be engrossed through
the greater part of this session with
the exciting questions bearing on
the election of his fcuccessoi?
Grant's unexpected reticence on the
great question which so deeply
agitates the public mind is wise.
It was supposed that he would dis
cuss matters connected wuu tne
presidential contest, and to any
mind less practical and downright
than that of Grant's , this would
have been a great temptation. The
parade of his views on this exciting
subject would have been Idle, and
Grant evinces the stolid qualities of
his mind In keeping clear of It. No
recommendation which he could
iave made in relation to the count- -
nc of the electoral votes would

have been adopted by this Con
gress, and safeguards against the
recurrence of similar difficulties
had better be left to a calmer
period. The only striking feature
in this trivial message is tne apol-
ogetic and defensive tone of the
remarks In which he President in-

dulges. Any man of half of his
self-penetrati-on and , 'Intercourse
should have been able to compose

strong . administration. Queen
Victoria, who was a young woman
in her teens when she came into
eossession of the crown, made no
such mistakes in the selection of her
advisers. In the' whole message
there is hardly s topic of sufficient
dignity or importance to Justify
comment. So far as the message
is not a mere history or recapitula
tion of official transactions of tne
last year, It is weak and pointless.
The recommendations reiate merejy
to matters of course or to insignifi
cant details relating to the' various
branches of the ad ministration. 1 1

la a Hnmimnnt 'whlfh rnnA(leji. in
every tonethat its author has no
longer any innuence- - on puouc
measures. Mid that, he eagerly ac-

cepts his approaching release from
public cares-an- d responsibilities.
No presidential message was ever
before com nosed with ho small an
expense of political thought. We
have. never bad a president to
whom political discussion was'so
uncongenial, and ' he no longer
makes a show ot doing what ne
t horoughly dislikes or hides bis lack
if eanaritv.
