AH ORDINANCE
ESTA BH3HIKQ XTSK LIMITS, AND FOR

THE PREVFNTTOX OF FIRES.

Si;c. 1. JJe it ordained by tle
VUy Council of Salt Lake City:
That the following be and are. here-
by established as the fire limits jof
said City, viz : All of blocks 76, 09,
58, 57, 70 and 75, Plat A. Salt iJake
City Survey; and within said lim-
its it shall be unlawful to erect any
building, the outer walls of which
are in whole, or in part, constructed
of wood, except so much as may be
necessary for door and window
frame?, cornice, doors, sash and
shutter; and the roofs of all build-
ings hereafter erected, or newly
roofed, within said limit shall be
covered with metal or other incom-
bustible material; and each build-
ing shall be separated from all
others by a party wall of brick,ado-bie.o- r

rock, not less than nine inches
thick from the foundation to the
roof, from front to rear, and to ex-
tend through and above the roof
not leas than two feet, so as to en-

tirely separate any communication
of wood between such buildimrand
any other; and in all buildings
where fire is kept there shall be
flues or chimneys built of brick or
aciobit, and all stove pi pes' shall !e
conducted into flues or chimneys,
and if they imss through- - wooden
partitions they must be protected
from the same by metal ventilated
thimbles, and in no case shall a
stove pipe bo allowed to pass
through- - the roof, or out of the
side of any building.

Sko. 2. The erection of such
buildings as are mentioned in Sec-
tion one upon any block notiucluded
within the aforesaid limits, may be

Erohibited upon application to the
in writing, signed by

the owners of the greater part of
the real property in said block.
Such application shall be accom-
panied by a plot of tbe block, desig-
nating the property of each owner
by his name, written on the plot
representing his property; and the
City Council being satisfied that
the, applicants are the owners of
the' greater part of said property,
may extend the lire limits over said
block.

Skc. 3. No person shall, within
said fire limits,keep hay oretraw, in
stack or pile, without having the
same enclosed so as to protect it
from flying sparks of fire; and no
owner or occupant of a livery or
other stable, or any other person,
shall use therein, or in any other
place containing hay, straw or
other combustible matters, any
lighted candle, or ether light, ex-
cept the same be kept safely en-
closed in a lantern or other suitable
covering to protect the same.

4. it shall be unlawful
within said fire limits to smoke
meat or boil pitch, tar, rosin, tur
pentine or varnish in any room or
place, except tbe same be fire-proo- f.

hec o. vv noever snan, in person
or ty anotner, erect any Duuaing
within said fire limits in violation
of this ordinance, shall be liable to
a fine not to exceed one hundred
dollars, and the further sum i of
twenty-nv-e dollars tor every dayafter twenty days' notice that the
building is permuted to stand; and
any person who shall become, the
owner thereof after the same shall
have been so built, and who shall
omit, neglect or refuse to remove
the same within twenty days after
notice, snail be name to pay the
same penalties .dTd: for the viola
tion or any totner provision 'or
this Ordinaace not herein provided
for shall be liable to a fine in any
sum not to exceed one hundred
dollars.

limits of this city, laying timbers.
