DELEGATE.

ItltlCUASI YOUNG'S INFLUENCE.

'Jlormoa Korlrlnr. Etc.

The Xew York Worltl of October
12th contains the following "inter-
view" by tho well known official
correspondent of that paper, Frank
G. Carpenter, with tho Delegate from
Utah,

HON. JOHN T. CAINE:

Washington, Oct. II. I met John
T. Caiue, tho TerritarLil Delegate
from Utah, last night, and had a
talk with him regarding the

of tho Mormon Church. He
referred to Presideut Woodruff's
(rouuueiameuto against plural mar-
riage, and tells me that polygamy
is dead in tho Territory, that there
have been no plural marriages to
speak of for year, and that tho Gen-

tiles have always had au idea that
there were more (lolygamists than
Uiere really were.

' There are now 13 J.O.K) Mormons
hi Utah," said he, and there have
never been more thau 2,3'jO or S,utW
mcu who have had more than one
wife. This is less than two per cent
of tlie male )ni!ution of Utah.
The majority of tho polyganilsts
had only one extra wife, and It was
only iu cxce'itioua cases that they
married more than three. The
young men among the Mormons
iiavo not gone into polygamy.
They are the leading ower in the
Territory today, and they are, to a
large extent, running the Church.
The Mormon Church at their Statu
convention in IssT, when they
adopted a constitution and asked fur
almission into tiie Union. a
resolution prohibiting lolygamy,
and the doctrine lias not Wen
taught in the Church since then.
It was the young men who brought
about this change. The leaders of
the Church and the older men ac-

cepted tlie situation, and from now
on every Mormon will have only;
one wife."

"Daes the Church still believe in
liolyirauiy?" I asked.

' The leople may lielieve In it, bat
they lielieve iu olieying the laws of
their country, aud as these laws are
against it they will not practice it.
Mauy of the Mormons went Into
polygamy against their owu wishes.
Krigham Young wire told me that
the greatest trial of his life was the
a loiitiou of this principle. anJ that
it was only because he thought it
was his duty that he took more
than one wife. He said tills tome!
at the theatre one night, and I have
no doubt of his sincerity. He con- - i

sidered It a cross, but he lnrlleved j

that polygamy came from God, aud
he accepted It."

THE Fut'XDEK.

'What kind of a man was Ilrig-ha-

Young?" I asked.
"He was a great man," replied

Delegate Calue. "Tho work of
Muses leading the children of Israel
through the wilderness was nothing
to his taking that band of Mormons
over the untroddeu wilderness of
the great American desert aud ot
settling them iu the heart of it.
Moea only traveled a few hundred
miles. I'rlgliam's band traversed
thousands. It took Itrisham Young
J"i than a year to find his land of
Canaiu, while Moses wandered
around for fully forty. Rrigham
Young will have a great place In
history, ami the day will come
when all Americans will be proud
of him."

"Give me a description of his
character," said I.

''ilrigli.uu Young," replied Dele
gate Caiue, "was an
great man. He had au evenly bal-

anced mind and wouderful execu-
tive ability. He was able to decide
upon anything that came up the
moment it was presented to him,
and lie always grasped things iu
their details as well as a whole. He
had a wonderful amount of prarti
cal knowledire, and he built the
Temple in Salt L ike City that cost
a million dollars and more. He was
a very industrious man, and he
went to lied early, ro-- e at daybreak,
ate plainly and dressed simply. His
soul was wrapped up iu the Mor-

mon Church, aud lie cared more for
its interests than he did for his
own."

"Still, h died rich," said I.
'Yes. His wives were all pro-

vided for out of his fortune, and the
estate was left in tho hands of
trustees, so that all were fairly
treated. He made the mo-- t
of his fortune out of the
Union Pacific Railroad. He built
lito miles of this mad and oue of
his sons was one of the mailers of
construction for tlie Union Paiillc
I don't think that Rrigliam Young
eared anything for money as money.
He valued it only as it enabled him
to carry out ills plans. He was a
very valuable advlerto the Church,
and it is largely due to him that our

and others and aked him how this
could Ire it the Mormons would not
sell."

"Dj your people hold theirtltle in
fte simple or does tne greater part cf
the troiwrty Iu the Territory be-

long directly or indirectly to the
Church?"

"In fee simple, of course," replied
Mr. Calne. "The Church has
nothing to say as to what 1 shall
do with my house or my farm any
more than the Presbyterian or
Mtthodi-- t has to say regarding the
property of Its merabcas. I suppose
there is no part of the United States
where so nnny people own their
own homes as lu Utah. Nine-tent-

of the Mormons own their own
homesteads, and the census of mort-
gages will show a smaller number
among them than among any other
class of tcop!e in the Uuited Slates.
When Rrigham Young began to
build up the Territory he urged the
newcomers not to rent houses, and
advised them to buy or entera piece
of land nnd put up a house on It.

'If you can't put up a house,'
said he, 'put up a shanty. If you
can't put up a shanty, build a dug.
out, aud In tlie meantime live in a
tent.' The people followed his ad-

vice, and the result Is they aruwell-todo- .

As to selling their property,
the Mormons arc good bustne-- s men,

at least as much so as the average
members of other churches. They
know the value of their property.
They do not need to sell and they
only do so when they get their
price.'

"Doeo not tho Church eat up a
great part of the substance of the
people?" I asked.

his needle to heal them. We round,
on Inspection of the detective de-

partment of the city, the walls of
one of the rooms oUeretl with
blood, which we were informed
came from the wounds or the prison-
ers referred to. These assaults were
made by officers who are sworn to
enforce the laws of the city and
State, and (or the purje of obtain-
ing statements which they desired
to put Into the mouths of the
prisoners whom they were ex-

amining." In a city asenterprlsing
and progressive as Denver there
should lie uo dinirulty in securing
men for the detective service whose
qualifications are somewhat above
that of

human ErTCiinti--s

thumpers and assassins. Wo can-

not but again reiterate that it is not
remarkable that so many murders
have detection and capture
by tiie detective or the
city or Denver irthe method which
we have just recited is the one in
vogue, as it seems to lie, for ferret-lu- g

out crime nnd ilitecting crimi-
nals. Two of the prisoners referred
to above were piaccu tinuer arrest
and held in the city jail and put
through this course of treatment,
simply because they had served one
term in the penitentiary In this
State, and since that time, so far as
this jury has been able to ascertain,
have tried to earn their living In an
honorable way.

hoied for under any cf tho jwnal
statutes or the state, aud that all

would be better oil to serve
firlsoners in the confines ot the
penitentiary, than to come In con-

tact with officers or tho law who
have so little regard for the authori-
ty vested In them as the detective
force of tho city or Denver at tho
present time seems to have."
