Cuicaoo, 24: The - Tribnne ba ,the
following: Tbe indications are that
another war on Nebraska, Colorado
and Utah will break out before many
days have elapsed. The pools ana
agreements on that business now la
existence will terminate February 1st,if any of the roads give notice of with-
drawal before the 1st of January. None
of the toads have yet given, the requireed notice of withdrawal, but It is un-
derstood that ach notices will be
forthcoming in - due time, as nearly all
the roads interested in that business
were dissatisfied with their percent-
ages. On Nebraska business, except-
ing ranch cattle, no pool now exists,"and it is understood that rates are notnow maintained. On business between
Council Bluffs and Chicago it Is claim-
ed thatrates aie being seriously cut,
and., if this - trouble is - not soon
adjusted it is quite likely to seri-
ously affect rates from other Missouri
River points. The - great obstacle
In the way- - of a. settlement of these
troubles is the dissension that exists
between the lines forming the Western
Trunk association. So long as the tri-
partite complications are not adjusted,no permanent agreetnent for the main-
tenance of Council Bluffs and Nebras-
ka rates can be made. At present the
Northwestern Is not recognized as one
of the tripartite roads by the lines
forming the Western: Trunk Line As-
sociation, and consequently the Hock
Island, Milwaukee and St. Paul and
Wabash issue separate tariffs In con-
nection with tbe Union Pacific, and the
Northwestern also issues tariffs in
connection with the . Union Pacific.
This shows that the Union Pacific is
notvery anxious to carry oat the tri-
partite agreement, but Is trying to
maintain amicable relations with au its
connections, including the Chicago,
Burlington and Quincy. As matters now
stand,there are but twoways in which
the troubles regarding western rates can
be adjusted; either the Western Trunk
Line Association has to be abandoned
and a general pool formed, which Is
not likely to be done, as the- - Rock Is-
land and the Milwaukee and St. Paul
roadt are determined to enforce tho
tripartite contract ; or the roads in the
Western Tronic .Line Association must
permit the tripartite - contract to be
taken into consideration in the forma-
tion of new pools for the maintenance
of Council Bluffs and Nebraska rates,
and this the Burlington road refuses to
