ville Canal were finished, and the

It is not con-
sidered good policy- for this eity to
share its canal interests with any
outside persen or corporation, for to
purchase any eaterprise whose ulti-
mafte success Is more a matter of
doubt than has ever been asserted
against their own undertaking.
