Washington, 7. It is confi-
dently asserted here to-da- y that the
appointment of Gen. Charles Sw
ing, to be Governor of Utah Terri
tory, has been definitely eettled up-
on. Although a brother of Gen.
Tom Ewing, he is an uncompro-
mising republican. This report is
probably premature; but Ewing is
very strongly supported, and his
chances for appointment eeem to
be increasing daily. The President
said to some of Governor limery's
friends yeKetdsy, that he would
reappoint bjim if he believt d that
Emery had no sympathy with or
disposition to tolerate polygamous
Mormonism, and if he believed
that .Emery was the man for an
emergency in case one should oc-
cur in Utah.
