In the 40th Congress, Simeon
Corley, of South Carolina, P. M. B.
Young and Nelson Tift, of Georgia,
and I IR, Butler, of Tennessee,
and in the 41st €ongress, Francis E.
Shober, of North Carolina, mem-
bers of the House, were relieved of
their political disabilities long after
their election; and yet, when so
relieved, were admitted to their
seats in the House. All were Ineli-
gible when elected, and yet in no
case was the election treated na void.

In the caso of Joseph . Albott,
in the Seuate of the 42d Cungress,
the doctrine asserted by the counsel
for the countestant was fully con-
sidered, and was repudiated Ly the
Senate.

It is probable that there never
wa« and never will bLe, in this
country, another discussion of the
subjeet so exhaustive as that which
It received in this case. The Eng-
lish authorities were all present
andvery few, If any, of the Ameri-
can decisions, whether judicial or
parliamentary,escaped the serutiny
of the SBenators who subymitled the
majority and minority reports,
which you will find piinted to-
gether in Senate Report, No. 58,
of the 2d session of the i2d Con-
gress,

I now ask your attention to the
case of the sitting member.

In order to meet, at the threshold
of the discussion, the grave consti-
tutional question involved in this
case, disregarding the strictly logic-
al order of the argument, I will at
once proceed to inquire whether
Mr. Cannon possesses all the quali-| -
fications which are preseribed in or
can be prescribed under the Consti-
tution of the [Tnited States, for the
office which he now holds. I will
afterwards consider the questions
of his election and seturn to the
contested seat.

It Is charged that Mr. Cannon is
a polygamist, and has taken the so-
called endowment oath of the Mor-
mon church; and that he is, for
theso reasons, ineligible to a seat In
the House. It is not charged that
ha has been indicted for or convict-
ed of either of these offences.

Now, let it be assumed at this
point, for the purpose of argument,
that these charges are—as [ shall in
due time show you that they are
not—sustained by the proof in the
record of this case. [ do not believe
that polygamy, either before or
after imilutnmnt and conviction,
can be held a disqualificatien for
Congress elther by this committee
in the consideration of the pending
contest, or by the House in judging
of the election returns and ¢ ualifi-
cations of its members. W{:ether
it is or is not a valid ground for ex-
pulsion by a two-thirds vote, under
the constitutional provision applic-
able to that subject, is a question
foreign to this case.

The qualifications of Representa-
tives in Congress are prescribed by
the 2nd section of the 1st article of
the Constitution of the United
Blates.

They are—1st. That they shall
have attained the age of twenty-
five yeara. Znd. That (they shall
have been seven ymrs citizens of
the United States. And 3rd. That
they shall, when elected, be in-
habitants of those States in which
they shall be chosen. No other
qualificativns are prescribed in the
Counstitution.

If the Constitution of the United
States had vested anywhere the
¥ower to prescribe qualifieations of

tepresentatives in Con , addi-

tional to or different m those
prescribed by the €.nstitution it-
self, it ia obvlous that this power
would have been conferred either
upon Congress or upon the House
alone or upon the States.

In the history of our Government
it has never been claimed that the
House of Representatives, actinm
alone, possessed the power to ad
to or change the gualifications of
its members. The vain attempt
made by Mr. Randolph, in the case
of Burney v. McCreery, in the 10th
Congress, to vindicate a claim of
that kind in favor of the States,
signally failed, and has never been
repeated in the House. It has been
clalmed that Congress possesses the
power to provide that ineligibility
to the House may be, by sentence
of court, inflicted as a punishment
for vrlme, upon trial and convie-
tion of the party cha While 1
am not sat ed of t vallduy of
this position, I shall not controvert
it on this occasion, because it is
wholly immaterial to the pending
case. No such mtutoryJarovialon
exists. No ¢ of indictment
convietion, or judgment, underamr

such statu.e, Is preferréed against
the sitting ‘:n'ombgt.
