WASHiMrroN, May 15. In the
Senate today Teller resumed his
argument in criticism of the silver
bill.

There n ere two featuies of the bill
which should be amended, he said,
if the bill was to perform the two
things which Its friends proposed to
accomplish by it that was to raise
the price of silver and to give tbe
country an increased circulation. It
was absolutely in the first
place, that the treasury notes pro-
vided for in the bill should hive the
highest possible money function.

Ue did not know exactly what par
would be.

effectually repealed all laws
providing for the compulsory coin-
age of a single dollar of silver.
