THE TRIP TO SAN JUAN.

Montezuma , San Juan Co., U.T.,
September 5, 1880.

Editor Deserct NewK

After closing mv1 last letter from
Moab, Grand valley, I learned that'
there were about 100 Indians all told
in the La Sal mountains, most of
them were friendly Utes, and a few
renegade Utes who are thieving in
the south, and selling in the north,
and thieving in the north and sell-

ing In the south, and are altogether
a dangerous lot.

On Sunday morning tbe 29th of
August a few of the people of Grand
Valley came together and President
Snow gave them much good advice,
in regard to their settlement, re
commending them to choose a good
location ror a town site, and to nulla
upon It close together, for mutual
protection, and for society, and to
build a house for meeting and
schools. He warned them not to go
out from home without arms, and
commended the peace policy in their
treatment or Indians. vvnen we
left the Valley at 10.30 a.m. on the
29th ult.. the wounded boy was in a
bad condition, tbe inflammation ap-
peared to be spreading about his
face.

On examination of the two streams
of water that flow down through the
valley, I do not agree with those
who told me they had water enough
for the whole valley, as it will fall
considerably short of that; still it is
a desirable vajley, fine soil, good wa-
ter and (rood meadow. The south
eastern 'section of the valley above
the narrows is fine country, but the
water will all be needed in the lower
valley.

At the close of the meeting we
renewed our journey over a good
road till we left the upper valley,
when we crossed over as .rough a
cedar covered sandstone country to
Cane Springs, a distance of 10 miles,
as can be found anywhere. Leav
ing Cane Springs on the morning of
wiL 30tn iHt.. we traveled ror some
seven miles over the same rough
kind-o- f ground as that traveled the
evening before. This broken, sand
rocky country extends from the La
Sal Mountains to theColorado. At the
end of 'the eeven miles we came to
where the road forks, the north one
leads to 1a Sal and the south one to
the San Juan by way of the Blue
Mountains. The latter was made
by Silas 8. Smith and party as they
were returning home from their ex-
ploring expedition in 1879.
' The new road was better than the
old eM,'" 'WS(had Jusfr passed over
still it was new road and rough
enough. From this point to the
foot of the Blue Mountains, where
we made our next camp, is open
enrmtry and much ort would be
good for agricultural purposes if
there was' Water f6r it. We found
water standing in pockets in the bed
of the wash up which we traveled 7
or & miles in thtf 'middle of the day.
Grass has sprung up along the road
sine Jhe late summer rains set in.
The country about the La - Sal and

LBJue-Moi- tains, and between them
and as far east into Colorado as the
eye, with the aid of a glass, can
reach, is generally covered with ce-
dars and pitch fine, and it is not so
broken a country as that. which lies
west of those mountains and south-
west towards the Colorado.

On the morning of tbe 31st of
August We climbed the rugged
benches, covered with the boundless
forests of cedars and pines. We
lo&t our road and traveled about
three miles up a nice open canyon.
across which some ranchers had
built a fence without Bars, and the
Eoies were green quakenasp and as

as lead. While takinsr thi
fence doWn and then honorably put
ting 11 up again, we did
not feel well towards the man

- 1 avno woum mase us so
much hard work, and our consterna
tion and mortification were completewhen we discovered we were tres
passing upon private premises and
were obliged to go back on the same
track, and dp that same disagreeable
work over again, when we found
ourselves once more on. the right
road, and traveled to the first
rancher's premises. We were met
by Sheriff Decker and Kurnen
Jones, of Han Juan, who came to

pilot us 10 tne nver.and 1 can assure
you their services were needed and
appreciated, for it would have been
impossible for us to have found the
way. They piloted us safely over
tne ou miles it was irotn where theymet us to Bluff City, over the
Smith Koad which

.
was not. so plaina. a a aas mat we traveled tne day before

The road lies through the finest
range for cattle that I have
seen for many years;the clear ground
Detween trie forests is covered with
choice green grass from six inches
to one loot high. High up on the
bench lands at the southeast of the
liiue Mountains we drove for miles
through a . forest of the long leaf
pine, ranging in ai2e from six inches
up to three feet in diameter. With
reasonable labor and expense, a good
road can be made from this timber
40 miles to the San Juan River.

We spent one day in Bluff Cityand held meetings with the Saints.
Ail tne canals made to take water
from the river have been found to be
CUlures when the water is low. To
control the water is the big work
that lies before the settlers in this
section of country.

We came up here from Bluff City,18 miles, over sandy and rouoh
road. Here we find Wm. Hyde", of
otwfc Ajaae vity, settling . down and
esiaDiisnmg a trading post, with
good prospects for success. We will
continue our Journey and
you must wait till I write again for
more news irom our party.F. M. Lyman.
