I'oreupiue Insists that tbe teachings
of the new Christ were In the in
teresta of peace and good order anu
industry on the part of tho InJi--
HIIJ.

Lieutenant ItoberUon asked him
how it was then that certain Indian
tribes had tnado this new doctrine a
tosis for neglecting their eroiffl. In-
dulging in dimoralizing dances and
eveniu viulcncr.

Porcupine replied that nearly all
the Indian who hit gone tj hear
this new Christ with him bad gone
noplng to bear Him preach n,me
iiiReudiary uoctrine. They were
lifappolntcj at hearins that the
new Christ required then to simply
vorkaud behave themselves, and

mncluded on their return home cot
to relate strictly what bad betn toid
uiein, but to prcacii doctrines more
ijreeablet'j the Indian. "These
men,"e4id Porcupine to tbe lieu-
tenant,

And they are responsiblo for any
'rouble that has occurred, and not
the new Messiah.''

Porcupine cited one case in point
of a Sioux warrior, whom he liearu
r but did not know.
