Oae of the strati gest
tnings connected with tbia schedule ot
Italian trains la tbat tbey all start
early and late from any town yon may
sappen to De in. i nave oeen 10 tnree
or lonr Italians towns now on my way
here, and 1 nave fennd this rule te be
absolute. How tbey can arrange them
so as to bave them start aV these same
hoars from tbe different towns is be-
yond my comorehension. ,

Tbe Italian government controls tbe
railroads of ibis country, blower and
more maddeninir trains it would be
bard to find in any country In the
world. I took a local train! rom Turin
to &1 ilaa in order to make a connection
lor Venice, and I was over five boars
going a distance of 6Q miles. The
train always started oat wi'Ji great re
luctance and began stopping at soon
as the station was remotely visible,
slowing down so gradually in order
not to lar the nerves of this never
burnioe beoole tbat vou could hardly
tell n ben tbe train came to a stop. Tbe
most Irritating part of tbe travel was
tbe long wait at eacb station. Tbe
guards would visit with tbe officials
at the various stations and walk no and
do wn and gossip until tbey felt lbciioed
to start the traio once more on its
headlong career towards another sta
tion about half a mile away.f I do not
think that; tbe train ever made a run of
m.tre iban two miles without a stop.Tbe atartinit of a train in Itair is an
interesiing ;sTgbt to a stranger. Tbe
guards wear military uniforms. Their
cans are round, with a low visor. Ked
bauds encircle these caps ' Their great
coats are black, with cowl-lik- e capes
banging down their backs. These
coats are Ornamented with brass bat
toas. When the r, train . stops
tbe guards rash up and! down
calliog- - out In the most sonor
ous and musica l of voices tbe name of
the staziobe.
