Additional Particeunlars of ¥Fred-
erick’s Funeral.—Willlam®s
General Proclanmatlon,

WaASHINGTON, June 13.—The Presi-
dent and members of the Cabinet, ex-
cept Secretary Whilney, who is ouat of
the city and Attorney-General Garland,
who is sick, attended the services at
the German Lutheran Church this

morning in memory of Emperor Fred-
erick. Many other dlstlngiulshed peo-
ple were in attendance, including near-
ivall the members ot the diplomatic
corps. The services were simple and
very lmpressive, being conducted in
the German hnﬂnge. except a poem
on **The Dead iser’” writen by I. H.
Cuthbert of this city, and read by
Pastor Mueller.

AT BALMORAL CASTLE.

LoNDON, June 18.—Funeral services
were held at Balmoral Castle todsy for
Emperor Frederick. Queen Victoria
was present.

WILLIAM'S PROCLAMATION.

BerLIN, June 18.—Emperor William
has issued a proclamation to the Prus-
slan people. He says:

"“The grave has scarcely closed over
Emperor Willlam First before my fath-
€r, Frederick Third, is called away.
Emperor Frederick bore his hard fate
and showed heroic Christian resigna-
tion. He remained faithful to his
kingly duties in the fcw months alloted
him and exMibited all his noble quali-

ties. His victories on the battle field
will be remembered as long a8 Lthe Ger-
man heart continues to beat. I have
taken a at liking to the King of all
kings and pray God to teach me like
my father to be a Just and lenient
prince, to foster plety and the fear of
God, to guard the peace, to promote
the wellare of man, to be the helper of
the poor and distressed, to be the firm
guardian of right and progress, and in
my klogly auties to be in unison with
the people, who In good and evil days
bave stood true to their kings. I count
upon the .people's tidelilty, and con

scious of their purpose reciprocate it
heartily as a true prince to a true peo-
ple, both equally ready to make sacri-
fices for the Futheriand. My confidence
Is derived from this, and God will lend
me strength and wisdom o the dis-
charge of my kingly eflice for the wel-
fare of the Fatherland." .

THE FUNERAL SERVICE
BerLIN, Junae 18.—In spite the
burried proparations the focersN was
net only & military display worthy of
the great soldier, but the ceremonial
was graced by every evidence of public
grief and affection, In the moraming
rain was still falling and the clioging
draperies gave the route asad aad
weird aspect, but as the hours were
on the rain ceased and by 9 o'clock the
sun was bright and bot. When the
Kmperor's children came to take a
farewell of their grandfather, the three
boys walked hand in band. Then came
the little princesses and lastly the
nurse carrying the youngest. The
eldest boy tolded his hands and prayed.
As tte children retired, the Imperial
family asd mourners entered and took
up positions, Chaplain La el haviog
asked & blessipg, the Emperor and
King of Saxony knelt by the coffin and
irayed while the othera flled out,
Jowager Empress Augnsta sat upon
tire terrace closely veiled, and Empress
Victoria and other ladies atood om the
balcony while the procession was
formisg. The sc«ne when the Impe-
rial family emerged from the gloomy
ball with Its flickering lights to the
exqm}site summer beauty of the park,
was in

STRANGE CONTRAST

with that on the occasion of the late
Emperor William's faneral. Ilalf an
hour elapsed befere the procession
was ready to start. The Emperor gave
the signal after baving watched every
movement made in arranging
hearse and coffla, which was placed
very nigh. Victoria’s wreath hung at
the foot of the coflln, and others lay on
tue platform around it. The golden
helmet of Hohenzollerns was
Jl:lacr.-d at the head of the cofifin.
tighteen generals bore the canopy of
velvet. la Potsdam garlands of oak
leaves bad been laid upon the ground
on either side of the road for a mile or
more, and the middle of the road was
strewn with oak leaves. Behind the
lines of veterans and members of trade
societivs stood the patient speciators.
The brilliancy of the uopcloaked uni=
forms glittering in the sum preseoted
a picture very different ﬁ'om that
resented on the occasion of the
uneral of Emperor Willliam, As

Toward 1he end of the service there
was lan interesting incident. A dull
ligat pervaded the buiidiog. Toe cur-
tuing were closed everywhere except
at one point, where the light shone Tn
and fell with brilliant radiance on the
young Emperor,whose face in the light
galped & prominence’ which would
otherwise bave beea impossible. in so
large an assemblage. hen he arose
from praying at the cofiin his eyes were
filied witn tears. Then sadly he bowed
his head. The Empress and Princess
of Wales then advamrced and were
joioed by the Prince of Wales; they
prayed by the cofiip,the Princess weep-
ing. Other relstives followed. In the
archway of the church the Emperor
thanked the relatives for their pres-
ence, and bade them adieu. The chuarch
was then cleared and prepared for the
golemn service. Empress Victoria un-
a%le to bear the strain of the ceremony
drove away with |ber three youngest
children to Barnstadt, arrauging the
drive so as to return when all was
over. The Worth wreath wasencloged
in the cofln. On the return from the
services at PBarpstadt, the Empress
went to the church unattended and
prayed beside the coflin.
