Alter tiding all dav long seated in the
commodious Santa fe train through the
vast fieldsI and citrus and viihages we ar
rived at the capital Austin a city of
30000 inhabitants It is one of the
most beautilul quiet and homelike
cities I ever visited Climbing to the
top of the dome of the capitol building
300 feet blh an imposing sight is
brought to view The most remarkable
is the vast stone structure front which I
was permitted to look and on which I
stood viewing the gunduer of the
scenery blow This structure only
surpassed by ono in the country dimen-
sions and grandeur that at Washington-
cost the people 3000000 acres ol land

Galviston Is an Island about two miles
