We find also that no one mill in
Utah has s working capital sufficient
to run them over nfl months in the
year, and much loss is thereby sus-
talned, as it is impossible to keep a
well trained corps of workmen to-
gether unless they can be constant-
Iy employed.
Utwah needs more capital and skill
infused into her woolen industries,
and when our rallroads are all built
and we seftle down to 6 or 8 per
cent. per annum, capitalists will
turn their attention more to manu-
facturing.
Utah has need of all her produc-
tive energies and she can| only suc-
ceed by producing articles whose
quality and price will command the
attention of buyers and consumers.
One thing 1s noticeable by all well
informed dry goods men, and that
is that Utah woolena are not so
highly finished as imported goods,
but that they are honest wuo), as
Ctah has no shoddy appliances as
yet.
Your commitles find that those
mills which ran the most regularly
are those which find the quickesl
sale for their goods, as they are kept
constantly before the public.
There ehould be a well directed
and well sustained effort to place
the woolen intereat of Utah on a
proper footing, the two greatest
needs being capital and sklll,
There a1e 19 sels of woolen ma-
chinery in Utabh, whose annual pro-
daection lsvaluad at about $300,000,
and it should not be less than $750,-
000, This deficlency ia mostly ow-
Ing to want of eapital to drive them.
Each 48 inch set of woollen machin-
ery should not have less than$12,000
kahind it in working capital; that is
the rule in the East, and it cannot
be we!ll done with less than that
amount,

| OBITUARY.

. George Washington Edwards was born
July 8, 1834, In Adams County,Iliinols; be
died in Panacoa, Bept. 28, 1852, of goneral de-
bllity, superinduced by & long slege of inter-
nal neuralgia, from which he suffersd severe-
Iy durlog tho last 15 yeara.

He was an active’ ploncer in his younger
days. Having arrived ifn Utah some thirty
year:d ago, alsng with his fatber, Esalas Ed-
wards, they went to Tooels and seitled, there
being few setilers who had preceded them.
Itis enly those early settlers who ean fully
rodlize the amount of privation and hardship
that wers endured. While he was = realdent
of Tooele County he was ordained &8 member
of ithe Forty-third Quorum of Seventies.

In the month of Aﬂ'ﬂ' 1859, hs was mare
riad in Falt Lake ciiy to Blectra Jane Lee,
daughter of Francis C. and Jane V. Lee,from
thence the young oouple started om their
marriage journey to Cache Valley, there to
make & home for themselves, which place
was thon beginning to come to the front as
belng a desirable location to settle in.

In Wellsvlile the arduous labors of making
a home were passed through, two little
strangers of the male sex were added to ther
number, when in the fall of 1842 they were
called to proceed to Utah's Dixie to strengthen
the cords of that Stake in the stupendous un-
dertaking of converting the dry desert and

£8, | e alkall bottoms to froitful fields. Having

reslded in the Clara settlement about s year,
he witha few others was called to move to
Clover Vallsy and locate & settlement. The
brethren leaving their families, proceeded to
il thelr mission, bullt houses and made other
Decessary improvements proparatory to move
ing their families In the following spring.
The bardy ploneers of Clover Valloy ex-
perienced many troubles and hardships from
the Indians surrounding thom, and what with
guardiog property, watching and fighting
Indians, the constitution of the deceased was
greatly injured and seods of d'seasowere sown
which have now resultod in the destruction of
the lifs of the body.

Edwuards felt satiafied (hat his digsolution was
fast approaching, but, like all others who
huve the faith of the fullness of the Gospel
death had no terrors, he talked piacidly of
the changeand realized that hs only passed
the vell a little bafore many of his assoclates
bhére, and looked forward in full falth to the
realization of that glorious meeting with wite,
children and friends in the glorious hereafier,
when mortality will be swallowed up in lm-
maortality and eternal life.

The last rites of esteem were appropriately
atiended to by & large concourse of our olti-
zens, acd his remaing were quietly lald away
to awsit a glorious resurreption.—CoM.
