Blaine Makes a Speech Severely
Criticising President Cleve-

land's Fisheries Message.

By Telegraph to the News. I

SPEECH BT BLilHE. ,

He Btovtew the President's Finkerlen
Jteanage.

Lkwiston, Maine, August 25. The
second public address of Mr. Blaine
on the political Issues of the campaign
was delivered here tonight. Mr
Blaine epoke substantially as follows :

"I did not happen to have tne op-

portunity of reading the full text ol
President Cleveland's message on the
fisherie until this morning; and with
ail due respect to the chief executive
of the nation, I must say that, con-
sidering all the circumstances, it is
the most extraordinary document that
ever was sent from the White House
to the capilol. Heie are the facts ot
the issue between Canada and the
United States, ; or perhaps to speak
more, exactly, between Great Britain
and the United fcjUtea in respect to
the fisheries. It was our belief and
still is that after the articles of the
treaty relating to fisheries had expired,the Canadian' trovernment behaved in
an nnneighborly, unseemly and unjustmanner toward ear fishermen in re-

fusing them the rights which they had
long enjoved by proscription. In
order to bring the government of
the Dominion to a Just apprecia-
tion of the subject. Congress author
Ized the President in the spring of 1887
to adopt a policy of suitable retalia
tion, and directed among other things,that whenever and se long, as Ameri-
can vessels were deprived ef commer-
cial privileges la the forts ot Canada.
Canadian vessels should be deprived
of like privileges In the poitsof the
United States. This, if I may indulge
in an appropriate slang phrase, was a
genuine tit tor tat policy, in which the
punishment was admirably lltted to the
crime. President Cleveland declined to
enforce taejpolicy and allowed outrage
after outrage upon pur fishing vessels
to go unredressed. He was bent on
some form of negotiation with Eng-
land even arainst the express wish and
will of the United States Senate, and
In defiance of the large share in the
treaty-maki- ng power which the" Con-
stitution assigns to the Senate. Final-
ly without the consent of the Senate,
and practically against its protest, the
President organised a commission to
frame a treaty that should, settle all
points of dispute. He thus gave what
was never intended by the Constitution

a partisan side to an international
discussion. It was

that intercourse with ioreign nations
should be conducted by republicans or

aa a whole. Why should the railwaysot the United States that annually

goods In transit be deprived of tbirbusiness and endure a laree loss on
nccount of a sudden whim ot the Pres
ident's?1 Why should toe transit from
Detroit, Buffalo and New York over
both American and Canadian rails be
suspended when it has no relation
whatever to the fishery question? Whyshould the large traffic betweenQuebecand Montreal on one hand and Port-
land on the other by which Portland
become the winter port of Canada, be
summarily stopped at the caprice of a
President because of bis chagrin over
the act of an independent, but as he
consider refractory Senate? Is it the
design ot the President to make
the fishery question odious by em-
barrassing commercial relation and
commercial exchange along the SOUO

ml)es of frontier and inflict onAmerican
communities a needless and vexatious
and a perilous confublon of trade? - If
Congress will give him the enactments
which he asks, be will give them re-
taliation nnttl they cry"Uold,enoagb I"
and will allow hi in to settle the fishery
qaestion in the precise manner which
theSenate now contemptuousls rejects.
Or, after all, fellow citizens, la not the
President' position a mere politicaldevice to detract the attention of
American people from his free trade
measure and from the Mills tariff bill?
Is not the bluster in the fisheries to be
the plan ef campaign --for the demo-
cratic .party? Are not permits for
bravado to be Issued by the agents of
the Administration marked on the
back, "Good till after the first Tues-
day in November?" We have our owa
difference at home and settle them on
our soil in our own way, but toward
all foreign power on the globe we
should present one united, indivisible
American Republic. But this was notdone. The treaty

as a democratic partisan measure
rather than as a patriotic American
measure, and the London papers have
been following their nsual vocation of
eulogising the democracy annd. abusingthe republican parky tyn greatly in-
creased vituperation ever since It was
found that the Senate was bent on
maintaining the national dignity.It is plainly apparent from tne text
of the Constitution itself that tiro wis
men who framed it thought that the
ordinary legislative powers should be
committed to the majority, however
small, but no treaty ceuld be framed
without the overwhelming support of
f'Ublic opinion.
