Wilson was
hanget! at Joneshoro te-day in the jail-
yard, for the murder of his wife. Af¢
1:530 p. m. he was led in from the cell
and taken to the scaffold, and at 2 p.
m, the trap was sprung. Fiis neck was
pot broken, but dcath ensued from
strangulation. After havging twemty-
four minutes the body wss cut down
and placed in a coffin. Before stepping
upon the fatal trap, Wilson ve the
ass: mbled audience both inside and
outalde the enclesure a short speech,
In which he admonished husbands to
be frue to their wives aud wives to be
true to thelr husbands. He also asked
the people to be charitable to his

BEVEN LITTLE CHILDREN.

Wilson’s crime was committed im the
eastern part of this counti. January
7ta, of this year, (Bming home after
one of his customary absences, he
found a number of voung men from the
neizhborhood cuotting wood for his
nevlected family. His wife kindly asked
him in. He seemed enraged, went In,
and presently a pistol shot was heard,
and his wile staggered out and fell

dead.

L.os Angeles, 12.—Albert G. Bointon.
who shot and killed his wife J. B.
Kipp, September 17th 1ast, was hanged
this alternoon. On the day above
mentioned Boynton beat his wife. She
fled ta Kipp’s house for protection.
Boyntoo pursued her and shot her, and
then shot Kipp, who attempted to de-
fend her. !

SaN’ Francisco, 12.—An immense
audience assembled at the Metropoli-
tan Hall to-night to express their in-
dignation at the muarder of little
Mamie Kelley, who was so brutally
shot down, Wednesday last, by Alecgk
Goldenson.
