STASLEY'aTBTOnV.

Tbe Explores- - Talks rreelr OB bU
Side ur tbe Water.

New York, Kov. 8. Henry M.
Stanley was seen by a. special corre-
spondent of tbe London Tlma at
tne Everett House In this city
yesterday afternoon, and from 2 un-

til S o'clock be told his story of the
inner butory of the rear
column, which story Mr. Btanley
gives In tbe form ol a personal state-
ment, personally signed.

"Probably the best way to satisfy
any legitimate Interest in this que-
stion,' writes Stanley, ''would be to
tell the story of the rear column as I
heard it at Vambuya and then the
publlcmay understand theauoaklng
rllect it had oa me when, banning
to their relief I waa met by the aw-
ful revelation.

"Wondering what all Barttelot'a
strange notes in his diary meant, I
asked Mr. Bonny to be trank and
say what It oil meant. lie replied:
Well, Sir, Major Barttelot asked

me, '.Don't you think Btanley Is a
Prltcbard (a poisoner)?' and added
that he had beard that one of your
ways was to leave Africa alone, so
that no one would know what bad
transpire!, and he bad beard a story
of your leaving an officer in some
part of Africa and never going back
for him.

"I was told that Major Barttelot
had expressed great curiosity to
learn tbe probable effect of a doo of
cyanide of potassium, and one time
was caught testing It on his tongue
in order to ascertain whether Its
taste would be likely to be detected
In a cup of coffee. I was told that
the person for whom this dose was
intended was Ballm de Mohammed,
a nephew or Tippu Tib.

"1 was told also that Major Bart-
telot'a life as twice saved by Mr.
Bonny, once because Major Bart
telot bad suddenly seized a woman
who was passing near him, and
buried his teeth deep In her shoul-
der. I was told also that frequently
Major Barttelot would cause bfs
black followers to shrink before
him by standing in their path in
(rout of the advancing natives and
grinning like a fiend that is the ex-

pression that was used In the deliv-
ering it to me while be would at
tbe same moment brandish a long
cypress stall that had upon it sharp
steel points.

"lie was reported to me to be
often running about camp prodding
bis people and then flourishing this
stick aud hitting indiscriminately
without Zny apparent cause. A
Msoyama chief complained to me
that be had been prodded seventeen
times In one day with this

stall, and that was two days
before Major Barttelot was killed by
Bangs. The little boy Boudi, whose
death I have recorded In "Darkest
Africa," was n little fellow of ten
years. Major Barttelot refers to him
In a general way as a clever little
fellow. I have described him in my
book as a little fellow.
Well. Major Barttelot was Irritated
at tills little boy one morning and
kicked blm, and from the effects of
that kick the boy died. John Henry,
a ml&sion lad. was flogged with 300
lashes and died very soon alter re-
ceiving them. A Soudanese soldier
was placed on guard while suffering
the torments of hunger and he stole
a piece of the meat of a goat, for
which he was flogged ISO lashes. He
was sentenced to receive 309, but as
be could not stand that at one time
they left ofl at 150."

1BOTJP WDiaSAT.
Nrv Yobk, Kov. 8. The llcr-aJd'-a

Boston correspondent tele-
graphs the following interview with
Lieutenant Troujc Lieutenant
Troup read with Interestand Indig-
nation the lctervie w with his former
commandc, Henry M. Stanley, in
this morning's JJcrald and was very
glad to make reply to tbe assertions
and insinuations contained therein.
"Mr. btanley," he said, "demands
documents, but be has none of his
own. Diaries and reports, he saj, s,
are of no value, and yet he produces
In support of his statements Mr.
Bonny's report. You will see that
be has shifted bis ground. I chal-
lenge him to prove that I was pres-
ent at any of the horrible scenes of
which he tells, or that I failed to
protest. In bis book, as well as In
bis Interview, he shows that he was
aware of Major Bartelott's deficien-
cies In certain Important qualifica-
tions necessary to a commander In
so trying a s'tuation and yet be
chose him for the place.

"How came one nUudred graves
at Vambuya? he asked. Borne
ueatbs was earned by poison, but
more by starvation. His only in-
structions about provisions were:
'Give one brass rod to each man to
bay fish, etc, and six ccuries per
week.' He ha- - carefully omitted
this from his book. These rations
were for five months, tho length of
lime that he expected to be absent:
not a word about what might hap-
pen after that. We were to save
cureelvoras best we cou! J.

Here Lieutenant Troup gave me
this list, which he said was an exact
account of the provisions which
Stanley on Auguet 25th, 1SI7, left
for tho ten ofUcera at Yambuja:
111 tins of condensed milk, II tins
of cocoa and milk, 3s tins of biscuits,
5 tins of sugar, 31 tins of tea, 70
tins of butter, T tins of chocolate
and milk, 12 tins of Jam, 18 tins of
sarJines, 32 tins of Leibla's extracts,
3 tins of coffee, S tins of candles, 5
tins of vegetable soup, A tins of red
bettings, a) tins of sausages, 3 tins
ot arrow root, one tin of sago, 30
tins of flour, one pound each, and
37 bars ef soap.

"Thl," he added, "was for five
white officers and for the live who
wereWllh Stanley and expected t
return In November. But It had to
lasts year and a half. Each got
theso rations eVcry three month:
1 pounds of coffee, I pound of tea,
1 tins of salt, 1 tins of butler, 2
t!rt Of condensed milk, of a pound
of sugar, 1 tins of Jam, J of a (In of
cocoa and milk, 1 box of sardines, 1

box of sausages (containing four), 1

pound of fancy biscuits, ( of a tin of
herring, pound of flour, 1 tin of
Lleblg, i pound of tapioca, J pound
of saito."

"iso wonder you starved," I In-
voluntarily exclaimed when the
rea ling of this bill was ended.

"There was flour enough far about
Ave biscuits, and other things in
proportion, and it had to hut three
months. I might mention, in order
to be exact, that we had in addition
a small quantity of soaked rice,
which we could not eat, mouldy
biscuits and some tea that was unfit
for human use. We could aljo now
and then get a fowl or a goat, per-
haps one a week.

"Furthermore," said tho Lieuten-
ant, "we were not properly supplied
with medicines. Stanley mutt know
that we had no medicine that was
of practical use to send away June
8. 1 6SS. There was a great scarcl ty
of carbolic acid, quinine, and other
things which art necessary In Afri-
ca and there was no tonic medicines
at all.

"Stanley'saldLIeutenantTroup,
In conclusion, "has fallen into error
In accusing all tbe officers of killing
the Soudanese soldier for stealing a
piece of beef. He was shot for de-
sertion, and only after a council of
officers, in which .Major Barttelot
cast the deciding vote. Such pun-
ishments were not unuiual with
Stanley, as his book shows, and the I

accused did not always have the I

benefit of a court martial either." 1

Mr. Troup declare positively that
peraonaJly ho knew of two cans
only of brutality, one of which was
the one mentioned above.

London, Nov. 8. The Snnday
Times prints an Inlet view with
Herbert Wan), who declares that
he never said Barttelot committed
any acta reflecting on his honor, or
tuat Btanley had himself not com-
mitted. He was shocked that such
personalities hid been published,
and sorry to think that Stanley, In
defending himself, should seek to
embroil Kim T,Ward) In, a quarrel
lacking every sentiment of chivalry
for the dead-au- d consideration for
the Uvlc. Speaking from his own
knowledge Barttelot never used ex-

cessive cruelty. He says Stanley,
In his opinion, fails to attribute the
blame for the disaster to tho rear
guard where it should be laid,
namely, upon the shoulders of
Jameson, administrator of the Congo
State, who neglected to send a
steamer up to the camp. . Had this
been done, everything would have
been saved.

London. Nov. 9. The Time
this morning publishes a

signed statement from
Bonny, who opens by regretting
that Barttelot'a brother forced the
disclosure of a painful story. Bonny
says Stanley only heard of the
poisoning suspicions from him on
theSCth of October. Bonny says
Barttelot and Jameson, after ques-
tioning the Arabs belonging to
Stanley's previous expedition as to
the fate of rocock and others, ex-

pressed the opinion that Stanley
would poison anybody. He ad-

mitted that rumors to that effect
were current in Europe, but noth-
ing was ever proved against Stan-
ley. Bonny confirms the report
that Barttelot asked him for a taste-
less poison with which to remove
Tippo Tib's nephew, Bellm. with
whom he bad a quarrel. Honny
had all tbe poisons.

Barttelot did sotmake any further
attempts to poison Bellm. Bonny
confirms the statement that Barttelot
deliberately bit a woman. Fsrthls
Barttelot would have been lynched
if Bonny had not rescued him.
Bonny has not the slightest doubt
that tbe boy Boudi died from tbe
effects of the kick given him by
Barttelot. He confirms tbe state-
ment that the Mission boy, John
Henry, wko acted as Interpreter,
died from tho effects of tho 300
lashes. He did not desert as stated,
but was left on the road. The boy
was afraid to come hack because he
had sold Barttelofs revolver to pro-

cure food. Tbe Major recaptured
the boy and had blm publicly sen-
tenced to be shot, not Intending to
carry out the sentence. The whole
camp threatened to desert- - if the
sentence as carried otlt. Barttelot
then exclaimed "By God, I will give
him 300 lashes." Henry became
insensible after receiving thirty
lasbtr. "The scene was the most
horrible be (Bonney) ever saw.
Mortification set in and the flesh of
the victim fell In pieces to the

His body swelled to twicef;round. size, and he died in
twenty-fou- r hours.

Bonny tells of tbe unprovoked
stabbing of tbe Chief Unganrra by
Barttelot with a pen knife. He de-

clares the best feeling prevailed In
the tillage till tbe Major arrived,
when he Immediately caused trou-

ble by extravagant demands and
threats.

Bonny confirms Stanley further
and tells about the killing of the
Zantlbarl by Barttelot. who after
beating the man frightfully with a
staff; smashed his skull with it.
Barttelot, he say, projected an ex-

pedition of his own to reach Casati.
Bonny conGrms8tan!ey's account

of tbe murder of Barttelot, except
that Barttelot had not a cypress
stair, but a revolver, In his hand,
and punched and kicked the
woman. Bonny justifies the sen-
tence of death of the Soudanese
soldier Burgan Mohammed, but
says Stanley Is entirely correct in
stating that .Barttelot projected an
expedition of his own, by which it
was planned to reach l and not
go to Unyoro. Bonny threatened
mat he would enlist tbe assistance
of tho Arabs to frustrate this plan,
and therefore It was dropped. He
never thought Btanley was dead.

With regard to Stanley's charge
against him of a lack of initiative,
Bonny says ho la glad Barttelofs
blood is not on bis bead, as it would
have been ha J he Violently resisted
and tried to stop Barttelot from
doing what he had done. The whole
camp so execrated the major that in
a moment, at tbe raising of Bonny's
hand,Batte!ot would have been torn
limb from limb.

Bonoy admits that combined ac-
tion might have succeeded, but the
relations of the officers were too
strained and a single written pro-
test would have made tbe protestor
a marked man, and It was no slight
mauer to incur iiaruelot's dislike.
Bonny declares that be hat no
doubt of the correctcesa of Jame-
son's ttory. Jameson showed him a
cannibalistic scene sketch aud des-
cribed It in detail. Six sketches are
now In possession of Jameson's
widow. They represent the tying
up and killing and carving of a
girl and distribution of the flesh to
the natives-- , scrambling for pieces,
cooking and feasting. Bonny de-
clares that ho told Barttelot'a broth-
er of the whole proceeding, and
that had ho published complete
diaries they would throw much
light on tho affair. He says, in
concluslou, that he can only believe
that Barttelot was insane. He wrote
to this tflect to Sir Walter Barttelot,
relating his reasons for thlsbeller,
and he thought it a pity the dead
man's relatives failed to take this
charitable view.

A communication from Btanley
appears in this mornlng'n Jlmea, l'n
which he gives tho names of the
persons who informed him of the
Jameson Incident, and he says
Jameson said that If such charges
were brought him he would denyIt, He also says a clergyman In
London has seen the negro's head
and neck, which Jameson bas sent
home to be stuffed. Stanley adds
that he coull not have believed the
story himself had not Jameson ap
peared lojnory in uio Jact that he
was (lie only white nun who had
seen cannibalism.

The Times calls upon Barttelot
and Mrs. Jameson to publish every
tiling In their possession In order
that tbe whole dreadful business
may ba cleared up.

The Bmln Belief Committee pub-
lished a denial of the statements
that they desired to acquire Emln's
Ivory rather than to rtscuo Ernie's
life. The committee say they only
stipulated that if ivory was found it
should be used to defray their ex-
penses, but that none was received.
The expedition cost them JCH.350.
Stanley gave his services gratuitous-
ly, besides throwing Up engage-
ments of the value of over 450,000,
and, further, generously placing at
tho dUrosal of the committee all
sums which tho press might pay fur
his letters on tbe expedition, wblcb
sums amounted to 2000. Stanley
was personally responsible for tbe
selection of members of his staff"
and arrangements were matM with
them.
