On the other land, the man who
gives blunt expressions to Ills opini-
ons, who is Inconsiderate of Guars'
feelings and takes pride tn "speaking
his mind," may tc sincere and hon-
est, but docs not thow that regard
for his fellows w hlch he ought to ex-
press. His conduct is not to be
commendcd.howcvcrmucli one may
respect his honesty K purpoe. His
imitators arc simply Intolerable.
They have not even the joor excuse
of being sincere In their boorishnes,
but are hypocrites without grace of
manner. Hamlet advises his mother
to "asume a. virtuo if you Lave It
net" He recommends hypocrisy,
and there, is mpre excuse for tliat
hypocrisy which imitatts virtue

than that which attempts to conceal
Itself undtr the vices of bad breed-
ing. But the rules of good society
that give rife to what Is known as
courtesy aru latbiniselvcsgood, and
should uu followed uy those who
have enough Intelligence to under-
stand tlie reasons for them, and
enough honesty to obey them In
spirit as well as in outward form
and ceremony.
