Just how many lives were sacrificed
who they were or where they tame
from Many a poor fellow lies burled
v here no human uld can reach him and
where his remains must rest until the
summer sun melts the tons of snow
and Ice under which he lies burled

Upon the crowdd trail no record waskept of the living tolling mass braving hardships arid facing death Itself
In the mail rush for gold In the pro-
cession that dally passed were people
from all parts of the world unknonto one another

The work of rescue has continuednight and day ever since lost Sundaybeing gradually more systematized ndconsequently meeting with better re
suits Thus fAr work has been con
fined to the outskirts of theslide In thehope of rescuing those who are Injured but not yet dead

The main body of the avalanchewhich IIs estimated to be fifty feet deep
and 150 yards long has not Yet been
touched If there are any bodies underneath they can not be rescued In tinsto save life Four men were taken outAlive after thy had been burled fornlntonhours

In many Instances the bodies of thedead are not bruised lenst andllTlfeAppear os natural as Indicatingthat they Were suffocated In the snow
As soon as recovered the bodies alecarried to Shoop Camp where en Iraptovlsed morgue lies been constructed
Some have been removed for Intmnt-
OJ for shllmnt to relative In thestates

The work of rescue has been orderly
and systematic A public mellng wag
licld and committees were appointed to
take charge of the dead and to care
for the wounded All that can possi
bly be done to relieve the horror of the
situation has been done

The accident ws out that could not
have bon foroen and similar life is
likely to happen ut any time when me
conditions exist although It Is stated
that some warning of the sapon dIng
disaster was given by the native In
dian packers who tire said to have de-
serted the trail when the heavy snow
i f Saturday and Sunday night set In
They refused to work for fear of slides

The work of searching for tile dead
Is to tie continued as long as there Is
tiny hope of rwovirlng any one though-
It Is feared that It must be discon-
tinued before the whole truth Is known
