TWO MEN KILLED AND MORK
FROM.

The following telegram was received
in this city, by a gentleman this after-
noon:

Bingham, U. T., Feb. 12th, 18&").

About 3 o'clock this a. ni., as the
n ght shift at the Nast mine was going
from the mine to the bunk house, a
snow slide came down, just grazing the
bunk house and crushing the oflice,
li which Samuel Deall and'
L.. Lundgreen, were sJeepine,
killing them instantly. Deall's
neck was broken, and he was other--wis- e

badly bruised about the head.
Lundgreen had a bad bruise on his
back, which must have stunned him, or
he could have got out, as there were
only two feet of snow on him. Oue of
the men coming off the shift got caught
and was rolled some distance, but es-

caped uninjured. The bunk house
contained 2-- men at the time the slide
came.

There are ten men at the Frisco
mine, in Car Fork, not yet heard .from,
though two men were sent this morn-
ing to find them. We expect to hear
bad news from there too. Snow is 30
feet In depth in the upper end of
the canon in places. J.ast night'sstorm was the worst ever known here.

He has an
uncle in New York State.

samples of shawls, nubias, Hoods,
jackets, mits, socks, etc., made at Og-

den by William Haddeuham & Son,
which compare favorably iu style,
quality and price with any imported
goods in that line. The firm are famil-
iar with the business of manufacturing
all kiuds of knitted goods, having been
engaged in that line for very many
years In Nottingham, England, from
which place they Imported the ma-

chinery they arc now using iu
their business. They have not
met ! with a great deal of
encouragement' yet in their work,
aud complain, particularly of mer-

chants discriminating in favor of im-

ported articles, but we firmly believe
if they could get their goods directly
before the people they would be ap-

preciated. We see no necessity for
Importing goods that can Just as well
be made at home. With some addi-
tional machinery to what they already
have, this firm are confident that they
can easily supply the home demand for
all articles In the line of knitted woolen
and silk goods. Tney deserve encour-
agement, and we hope they will receive
it.

Sentenced. John Kellly, whose trial
for robbery was In progress when we
went to press last evening, was found
guilty toy the Jury an'd sentenced by
Judge Zane to a term of one year in
the Penitentiary.

This morning Wm. Gustaveson was
tried for forging a check or order on
the Co-o- p last summer. Three witness-
es were examined, and the testimony
given by them was so conclusive that
the defendant was found guilty of the
charge by the Jury, aud lie was Ben-tenc- ed

to three years' imprisonment.
The .crime of forgery is a grave of-

fense, as the defendant probably real-
izes by this time, and the Judge pro-
nounced a pretty heavy penalty as an
example to others.

Child Died In the Night A cor-

respondent to the Utah Journal, writ-

ing from Richmond, CacheCo., says:
"On Saturday morning the family of

Mr. Wm, Cottle was thrown into a
paroxysm of grief upon waking op and
finding their baby, a child about six
weeks of age, dead on its mother's
arm. The infant was apparently per-
fectly well when the family retired the
night previous and the grief of the par-
ents can better be imagined than des-
cribed when tney found it a corpse the
next morning. The child was a. mere
mite, weighing at birth only 3 or i
pounds, it seemed to be perfectly
formed however and was growing nice-

On Friday, February 6th, a corre
spondence from New York appeared in
this paper, giving what purported to be
th career of an adventurer named
Richard R. Montgomery. It has been
stated by some that the person
sketched and Gen. C. II. y. Agramonte
are identical. As evidence that such is
not the case I we have been shown a
number of copies of affidavits and cer-
tificates which were certified to about
eight months ago as corresponding
with the originals, (which we have not
seen) by S, II. Lewis, notary of this
city. We herewith present the sub
stance, or salient points of those
copies of depositions and certifica-
tions,; deetnintr it but fair that every
man, against whom imputations are
cast should have an opportunity for
defense :

Oscar Vandcrcook states that he be-
came acquainted with C. II. y. Agra-
monte in the fait of 1874. that he saw
him several times each year from that
time till i.s, when he came to reside
in Utah.

lt. C. HamiU, a Justice ot the Peace,
of Chicago, certifies to having known
the gentleman personally, as a prac-
ticing lawyer iu his court from 1373 to
lhTS.

Eugene C. Race, of Chicago, certifies
to having been acquainted with Mr.
Agramonte iu Chicago from the spring
of IST.'J to l.sTs, and that it was always
understood tuat he was a Cuban who
had to leave the Island of Cuba on ac-
count of his being engaged in a revolt
against the government.

M. C. Ilickey, chief of police of Chi-
cago, certifies to having been ac-

quainted with C. II. y. Agramonte dur-
ing the same time named by Mr. ltace,
and mentions the service he rendered
the city in the riots of 1S77.

Jose A. Gonzales, a Cuban, now a
resident of Grand Kapids, Mich., de-

poses that 0. H. y Agramonte is a na-
tive of Cuba, having known him on
that island from 18S to 187:1, and states
that he took part in an insurrection.

John A. Wecker, ol Salt Lake City,
deposes that he knew C. 11. y Agra-monte in 18T1, and met him at the
British Headquarters, in the Crimea,
Russia, iu 1854, the said Agramonte be-ii- ii;

on the staff of Gen. Sir George
Cathcart, who was .killed at the battle
of Inkennan. He saw him frequentlyfrom then until 18."5, Wecker being at-
tached to the Second Queen's lioyal
Regiment.

George R. Maxwell certifies to hav-
ing known C. II. y. Agramonte during
the civil war from 1C2, when he met
him at the headquarters of General
Hooker. The said Agramonte was close
to Gen. Maxwell when the latter was
wounded, and the former was shortlyafterward wounded himself, at the
battle of Five Forks. He understood
Gen. Agramonte not to be then in the
service of the United States, , but act-
ing as a representative ot some foreign
government. He was known to him
then and always by the name of Agra-
monte, and no other, except that the
title of Count was occasionally tacked
on to it. He also knew him as a prac-
ticing attorney in Chicago.

William E. Bell, of Chicago deposesthat he was closely intimate with C. II.
y. Agramonte, in that city, from the
spring of 1873 to 1878. He saw him
daily from March to July, 1875, Inclu-
sive, and is certain he was not absent
from Chicago during that period.

R. Moutsoruery were identical.
