HASTY TRIP.

Chicago and Xew York, and lis
Things to be Seen Tlifrr.

ICorrespoadenea of the Desesxt Xews.

That thirst which a westerner
naturally feels, at times, fur a
glimpse of eastern rural and forest
scenery begins to be vory success-
fully slaked on the line of the Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul It. R.,
the day after tho passenger has left
Omaha by tbe night train. Not
that be is then on eastern ground,
of course, but because tn.ich of the
scenery of eastern Iowa and
western Illinois partakes largely of
the character of those States farther
toward the rhlngsuu. As we speed
along on the elegautly equipped
road above named, there are ample
opportunities for surveying tbe
country through which we are
parsing, a privilege much enjoyed
by those who are going through it
for the first time.

Jack Frost his touched up the
thick woods very gorgeously this
fall; the blaze of colors is wonderful.
He must have caught tbe sap In

the leaves to have turned out such
brilliant work; and, having a little
advantage on his side, he has shown
what a consummate decorator he is.
Why.the woods are turned Into ver-
itable fairy lands, all rapturous
with scarlet and crimson, and deep,
and pearly and dusky gold. Kach
tree seems more vividly, more glow-
ingly attired than Its fellow when
we fasten odr attention upon it.
But there is nothing discordant in
all the display; the little Imp has
done his work ?o that all Is as rest-

ful as It is pleasing to the eye, au-

tumnal delicate modulations of tint
and hue making tho sense of sight
cxpetiencc the sama exquisite de-
light as Is proJuced upon that of
hearing by tho finished symphony
of a great composer.

The old "Father of Waters,"
rolling down bis mighty llood, is
always an Interesting sight; UU the
stream looks lonely now that the
day of the steamboat is over. Its
current is seldom broken now by
the paddle wheel of a passlngsteam-e- r,

and we cannot help but regret It.
The old river captain, remembering
the palmy days, feels disconsolate.

It must not, however, bo Inferred
from tbe above paragraph that I
am going to write you n "Harry
Freshman's letter;" but one cannot
get out of habit, and to think of the
road leading ti a place is one of
our.

Chicago, tho city of high build-
ings, beef and pork; how it decs
sweat and toil! The Chlcagoans
mean to be on the top at all bazirds.
They arc pugnacious, yet, withal,
courteous. Riey want you to
praise their city, to be astonished, to
say you have never seen anything
else like it! Wonder how they can
do it? Say that it Is ahead of New
York, and the Chicago citizen is
your friend.

New Yorkers, on the contrary,
are, let mo say here, the very

this. They are alike indif-
ferent to what jou think or say of
the metropolis by the sea.

Two on a tower; that is what we
were a short time alter arriving in
Chicago; two on tbe tower of tbe
Auditorium. Without exaggeration
this is an astounding building; per-
haps, take It for'all In all, tho liuest
In America at tbe present time. It
is massive, high, elegant; In short, a
marvel. It faces tbe Lake Front
and, ohl what a place it will be to
take in tbe grounds and buildings
of tho World's Fair. The height or
tbe main building is 145 feet, and
that of the tower or observatory 270
feet. Il might ba Interesting to
some of your readers to know that
it was designed by Messrs. Sullivan
and Adler, who are preparing the
plans of tbe proposed Hotel Ontario.
But from tbe perfect symmetry of
tbe Auditorium building I gather
that thi-r- were no changes made in
tbe plans originally proposed by the
architects.

Referring to the World's Fair, I
suppose your readers have already
learned what will bo oue of Its
principal features. If the project Is
carried cut it will be fine. Kveu
New York admits that it would be
worthy of the occasion. It la pro-
posed to build a vast globe, how
many feet In ilrcumference 1 have
forgotten; but, anyhow, its top
would be higher than the KilTtl
tower. Upon this globe would be
delineated all the physical features
of the earth as upon a sliding
school globe; but bov immense the
scale! Upon the equatorial line is
to be a balcony, reached by special
railways in the Interior of the globe.
The structure will be surmounted
by a colossal model of the
I'mta , and on the pedestal
upon which the whole will stand
will be a heroic statue of the daring
discoverer Columbus.

Iteturnlng again to the subject of
Chicago high buildings, hero is an
interesting fact to show the skill and
pluck of the builders of that place.
The Chamber of Commerce was
originally the board of trade, aud
was then but six stories In height.
When it was determined to make
tho building larger the following
course was pursued: The old six
story structure was raised on jacks
and a new and massive foundation
placed under it; the roof was then
taken off and eight moru stories
added, to that It is now fourteen
stories high. Openings were cut for
tcn'elevators, and the interior of the
entire structure, old parts and new,
wa3 elegautly furnished in polished
marbles. The building Is now a
model of beauty and convenience.
It stands ou the northeast comer of
La Salle and Washington streets.

Oueof the difficulties in i recti ng
these tall piles Is tho preparing of the
foundations to bold the Immense
weights which they are called upon
to bear. New York stands upon tho
solid rock, blasting belli' constantly
necessary In taking out the base-
ment; but Chicago stands u'ioii soft,
sandy, treacherouj soli. It is fre-
quently KTfcssary to lay solid

of railway Iron, crossed and
recrossed, aud cement. The Im-
mense cost of this may be readily
imagined. The foundation of the
Woman's Christian Temperance
Union building, now uuder way,
cost over $500,0) and now, owing
to a lawsuit, part of It will have to
be removed.

The old Hasbrouck House, once
Washington's headquarters, at
Newbury, on the Hudson, is a place
for those who take an interest In
relics and reminiscences of the
Revolutionary War at which ts
pass a delightful hour or two.
