in epidemics,

That cleanliness is essentlal to
health, it mppears to us, needs no ar-
gament In these Intter days. But
cleanliness means somethlng more
than washing the surface of the
body. It means clean clothing, pare
air, proper diet and wholesome sur-
roundings as well.

Itis clalmed by some scientific
men Lhat the cholera germ will
breed oniy ln the human body. It
is aleb | alleged that certain. fever
germs mre only transmitted by
means of wiler. But there ls ex-
cellent evidence to prove that filth
is a prolific nursery for those diseas-
es that are often epidemic, and that
the removal of that cause has ban-
fshed the effects.
