ELECTRIC LIGHT BILLS.

Manager Campbell Bays Complaints
Are Not Altogether Justified.

Af to the complaints nbout alleged
unconscionable trie light bills for
January, Manuger Camphbell
glates that there 1g really no more coms
pladnt now than there usually I8 upon
the presentation of bills in the winter
time, also, that only about 10 per cent
of patrons have complaints of any char-
acter to make, and of these complaints
only & part are for alleged incorrect
reading of meters,

The old meter, the ampere, hag been
slow In reglstering, but this slowness
was In favor of the consumer rather
than the company. Mr. Camphell il-
lustrated this by actual experiment,
He connected up an ampere meter and
turned on a 16 candle power lamp,
The registering nrm of the meter res
miined stationary, and Mr. Campbell
remarked that one lamp might have
been burned right along and the cors
rent would never have been reglstered
Then another lamp was added, and an-
other, and there was 82 candle power
connected before the arm began to res
volve, “Thus It was shown that there
Wis 4 probabllity of several lamps bes
Ing burned without expense to the cons
sumer. My, Campbell then explained
that the new Watt meler was the
standard meter adopted both in Europe
and this countey, and extended testing
had shown conclusively that It was abe«
solutely accurate and reliable, and did
not “muake mistakes In favor of the
company” or In favor of the consumer.
This new meter (8 replacing the ald
Btyle ag rapldly as possiole. Attention
wig called particularly to the fact that
consumers will feave a porch light or
n callar light golng all night and are
then astonished at the size of their
light bills, For instance a local physi«
clan burned his porch lamp at the ex.
pense of a cent an hour wll night long
for a month, and that cost him just
81, He felt grievously wronged at the
slze of his bill until conference with the
officinlg of the company brought out
Just what the trouble was,

Manager Campbell ealled attentlon
algo to the fact that the time of year
for the heaviest complaints is when the
October bills are pald, Consumers have
become accustomed to using but little
fhild In the summer months, particus
larly  June, but  when the evenings
shorten up notlceably, as In Octoher,
peaple use more electricity and the suil-
den Increase of thelr billx brings out
prolonged remonstrance, People do not
turn on their Hghts In June until 8:30
P, whereas In October they begln to
hurn electelolty at 8:80, and in Decem»
ber at §:30,

Mr, Campbell gaid that in cases there
had  been  undoubtedly trouble with
meters from  some  local disturbance,
and In other cases there was trouble
with the wires, and the regularity ol
the current. Bat the company main-
taing a corps of competent electricnl
engineers whose gole Job It I8 to follow
up complaints and sesrch out the exact
gource or cause of trouble In every
cone,  And these engineers were pros
vided with the most improved aps
paratus with which to do their work,
