that ol such poor quality as to be un-

nholcnome doubllns often causing
sickness among thin children

The peoplo were compelled much

sidered unfit for lood HOIKS and
mules were In too pour condition to per-
form muchIIlabor which nude the pro-
spect for 1891 rather discouraging
During thl lutiu loud continued high
and good bread was not wllhln the
reach of many lamlllei

General conditions did not improve
much until the 15111 of July 189 when
heavy ruins Kt In T tie country was
Hooded Only those who saw It can
tense the wonderful change that took
Iplace hinds person pisatd through
InaI country the lit of July unit returned-
the nilddln of SOIIlIIbr lie would have
seen the desert prairie a vast pmse
of grass and flowers The range was n
paradise for animals Milk butter and
good beef became abundant and the
rough hair of the jaded team animals
ktcame smooth and glossy There was
abundant hay for tine garnering Man
and beast were better tilted lor tabor
than they had been for two tears pro
vlous

These conditions were favorable for
1894 Thin rains had prepared the earth
for teller harvest There was Inciter
preparation tar utilizing available water
cud spring opened under conditions-
that promised good results Much en-

couragement was given the people by
their leaders They were promised a
bountiful reason and a market lor nil
