The bill has been drawn
up With special reference; to thin
virv :nhlr. It u ilmn m am!
wit and learnlntr can make it, If
it becomea a law the Mormon will
have no redress In the courts, arid
practically no hand in the govern-ment of the Territory they haveon verted from a barren desert in-
to a fruitful and prosperoua com-mo- n

wealth. And the bill receiv-
ed 155 votes out of 214.

The action of the House yester--
