He was foreed to nhght, he said,
by the police amd Hudson’s Bay oflicers
who tyranized over the half-breeds and
ahused their power, Speaking of the
battle of Batouche, Riel said bhe had
JAMhmen engrecd, of whom ecight were
RKilled apd two wounded. During Lthe
fightl e was present winong the men in
the pits. He spoke of the priests as
oppused Lo any atlempl on the part of
the half-breeds to buve their wroses
righted, and denounced them as tyran-
nical and interested solely in their own
wellare, They turned the people against
themn because they assumed ¢lvil tanc-
tions, The priests wire agalnst him
{ Riel) not because he rebelled, but be-
cutise be did pot succeed o helping
thew, The people foreed him to fight
and would not I+t hlm go back to Mon-
tanw. He was on his way to give hie-
self up to Middleton, lhie sald, wheu the
scouts captured him. On the subject
of his religious views 1Riel was very
comwunicatjive. Ile Jdeclared his op-
position to the chuarch of Rome, and
said its priests had too much to do
