HEALTH HINTS, ETC.

SOUP3.

Soups are a wholesome and nutri-
tious addition to dinners, when theyare properly cooked and not too thin.It is advisable to always eat bread in
connection with soup, as mastication
is an essential aid to digestion. If
meat is used in making soup it should
not be fat, and ought to be soaked in
salt water for an hour, to extract the
blood, before putting it in tue pot.
However, it is not necessary to use
meat in soups, they cau be made
equally as good without it.

For "stock," Instead of the usual
meat foundation, boil a pound of fresh
wheat bran in a gallon of water. Stir
it into cold water and let it boil 6lowlyfor two hours. Strain through a linen
cloth, and store for use. If it has to be
kept several days, add a little salt and
a few pepper corns a half hour before
itr lining.Take as much of the "stock" as
requisite, and combine with it any of
the following articles, according to
taste: Barley, rice, whole peas, split
peas, beans, crushed or cracked wheat,
hominy, crushed oats, or coarse oat
meal, macaroni, vermicili, onions, tur-
nips, leeks, carrots, celery, (loots.
stalks, leaves, or seed,) lettuce, pars-
ley spinach, cabbage, kale, potatoes,tomatoes, onions browned in butter,stale bread, toast, cream or milk.:

long time to cook, should be tjoiied
first, and the other things desired add-
ed afterwards, according to the time
necessary for each of them. Barlev is
one of the easiest digested, and most
nourishing, of the articles recommend-
ed.

Condiments mav be used in sonns.

A Batch of Gssslp from tbo Capital.
Washington, 4 The ceremony of

laying the corner atone and blessing
the new St, Paul Koman Catholic
On arch was performed Sunday by Car-
dinal Gibbons, in the presence of a
large assemblage.

mitted.

A requisition, it is understood, has
already been made by the Governor of
Arizona upon the Governor of Texas
for a surrender cf Gereoimo for trial,,
but under the terms of surrender the
President cannot permit tiie cuief to be
surrendered to either Lfowjwof. Gen.
Miles baa defenders among the au-
thorities as well as critics, and it is
urged id Justification of his course that
it is better to have the possession of
the Indians, even it the opportunity of
making an example of them to deter
others from following in their foot-
steps be lost, than to permit them to
go on indefinitely in their- - course of
murder and destiuctioa. There is a
conflict of opinion and statement in
respeci 10 me condition oi ue
Apaches when they came in.

In short that the
savages were as well prepared when
they surrendered for continuing their
raids as they were a year ago. The
surrender and cessation of hostilities

to a certain class of whites upon both
sides of the line men who made mer-
chandise out of the misfortune of the
settlers, and secured valuable mining
and ranch properties for a fraction of
their value in consequence of the ter-
ror inspired by .the savages, and who
would have supplied the latter with
means to carry on their murderous
work indefinitely.

Lieutenant Gatewood, the ofOcer to
whom the Indians first surrendered,
has not yet been heard from through
any channel with respect to the con-
ditions granted to the prisoners.Some anxiety is felt at the Depart-ment of Agriculture over the failure of

Last year the Department of Agri-
culture began to experiment in a email
way, at Ottawa, Kansas, with the dif-
fusion sugar-makin- g process as ap-
plied to soighum cane. Instead of
crushing the cane, as in the sugar cane
process, it was shaved off In minute
slices, and the sucrose, or sugar-yiel- d

ing sap, extracted by streams of water.
The results obtained wcra so encour-
aging that the field of operations was
removed to Fort Scott this year, and
with a largely inci eased plant.
