The document was vigorously
circulated for three .days, and now
when fully completed contains ex
actly 25 names, and the names by
no means are creditable as a whole
to the party they represent. The
document sets forth that although
the republicans are improving their
party,that a change is quite necessa-
ry after 20 years; that it is an insult
to the people to declare that there is
danger in a change, and that good
crops,local self-rul- e in the South and
economy in private life have caused
the good times not the policy and
conduct of the republican party.
The republicans have in contempla-
tion a movemeut to properly express
the business sense of'the community
on the political questions of the day,
and now it is determined to have a
grand meeting, which will comprise
all the best business men in the city,
who will adopt a platform urging the
support of the republican nominees.
The unanimity among the business
men on this question is astonishing.

Frontier Excitement.
Ouray, Col.. 9. The outrage at

Cline's ranch on the Cimarron, in
allowing a prisoner to fall into the
nanas or the Indians to be butchered
when there were over 400 troons en
camped at the place, is without parallel in history, and has created the
wildest excitement in all frontier
towns along the borders of the re
servation. Indignation meetings are
being held, not only in various
towns, but also in every mining
camp, and the feeling upon the sub
ject is becoming so intense-ch- at it is
liable to break forth in a hostile de-
monstration that will annihilate the
whole Ute nation. The conduct of
the Indian agent at Los Pinos Agen
cy, w. H. .Berry, in allowing such
an outrageous crime to be commit
ted when he bad a force of over 400
troops at his command, has created
a public sentiment that is liable to
compel him to call on the military
for protection.

Roasted Cattle.
Sterling, 111., 9. This afternoon

the cattle sheds at Miller's distillerywere burned. More than half of
1.500 head of cattle in them perish
ed In the flames. Five hundred
tons of hay also burned and the loss
will be heavy. The moaninsrand
bellowing oT the cattle was friehtful
beyond description.

XjATEr. This is the fourth time in
twelve years the distillery has been
burned out. It is now learned that
there' were over 1,400 head of cattle
in the sheds, and that 1.100 were

200 square mrle9. In all cases iden-
tification was carried far enough to
put it beyond doubt that the fault of
impossible gains reported over the
census of J.870 lay with the preced-
ing enumeration. It seems to me
that the report of special .agent Gar-
ret satisfactorily settles the question
as to the fairness of the tenth census
in South Carolina.

General Walker, in conclusion,
snys of the Investigation: I know of
no reason why any further chargeshould be made against the enumer
ation recently brought to a conclu
sion by commissioned and sworn offi
cers or the government in south
Carolina. The presumption which
existed against their work has been
completely overthrown, and astrong
counter presumption has been orer
ed by verification upon the groundof schedules of inhabitants in the
case of 18 enumeration districts, suc-
cessively taken for special Investiga
tion on account or their exceptional-
ly questionable character.
