Thé Con-
stitution confers ge such power upon
Congress, eliler in terms or by impli-
cstion. It s&ys nothing about Terri-
tories. No such form of government
is aliuded to in that instrument for
the perpetuation eof republican
institutlons, It bas beem re-
peatedly shown that the clanse
Trespecting ‘“"the territory and
other property of the United BStates”
for the disposal of which Congress ia
authorized to “make all needful rules
and regalationd,’’ means Unied States
land, . ® conlains bot the slightest
allusion to political government. It
relates to the disposition of thé public
domain. It beara upon that ‘‘property
of the Onifed States’ wherever it may
be located. That includes the p
lands in-Ure States as: well as ou
their boundaries. - The powers granted
in that clause, (hen, are no different
as regards “‘the territory and other
property of the United States™ in an
organized State of (be Unlop, thap
their ‘‘territory and other property,'
where no State government is organ-
ized, whether thas territory is inhabit-
ed or uninbhabited. It relates to land
and net to peoplepfor the citizens af
the United States are not the *‘proper-
ty”' of the United States.

If, then, npder the clause of the Coge
stitution so bfjen queted as conferriag
the exttsordigary powers' elaimed for
Congress, that body Is authorized

If a re-
public has to go back to mosnarchism
In order to maintain Its own Integrity,
is not that & most potent argument
against itself? And will the Herald
please show us how a republican form
of government 1s 10 be maintained for
the nation, if it resorts to anti-repub-
lican expedients and despotic measures
for the correction of some internal
trouble, ol exceedingly small pro-
portions whea viewed withont the
magnifying giasses of ecalumny and
‘prejadice} To promote republicanism
by the establishment of & despotism Is
a most singular method of precedures,
wortbhy only of the fanatics and dema-
gogues who have gone wild and turned
crazy upon the ‘' Mormon®' question.
The powers assumed for the Federal
Government under sirained and ab-
surd comstructions of the Constitu-]
tion, are & menace to the institutions
for whick the fathers of our country
fought and died. They are out of har-
mony with the fundamental principles
on which this republic is founded;
they cannot be found im the insiru-
ment designed to prevent the curtail-
ment of human Ilberty and the en-
¢rpachment of Federal force, but are|
expressly forbidden in that bulwark of
freedbm, and are to be lawfully and
wvigorously reéslsted by every lover of
his race and defender of his country.

The only grant to Congreas of the
right to *“‘exclusive legisiation in all
cases whatsoever,” 1s in regard to
the District of Columbia and the ar-
senals, dockyards and similar public
works belonging to the Government.
There is nothing else of the kind 1a
the whole documens . defining and

limiting e guthority of Congresq.
Mr. Thicker, in defending the Infam-
ous measure '‘which bears his name,
quoted the Constitution asconferring
these wonderful powers in a republic,
in the clause whiclh gives Congress the
right '‘to make all 9aws which shall be
necessary and proper for carryiag into
executign thé foregoing powers, and
sll other powers vested by this Consti-
tution in the Bovetduent of the United

Btates or in any department
thereol.” He then proceeded
to argue that ‘'the power of

Congress to govern ilhe Territories
clearly spriags lrowm these clanses of
the Constitution by ieresistible deduc-
tion.” - ;

What law, and what logic! Examing
this language microscopically and ana-
Iytically and see il you can discover
a single additlon of power In it except
to paks laws to camry Imto effect au-
thority previously specified. The Con-
stitution, heving defued the powersaf
the Genersl Goverdment and declared
that they Wera to be conflned to the
limits mmarked out, simply anthorizes
the passage of laws for the
execution of those powers. If, then,
there |s mp such authority as that
clalmed in ihe body of theinstrament,
there certaldly is none in this clsuse.
If the advocates of absolutism have
to rush to this executive provision for
support to their cause, they have to
rest upon vacancy.

ought to be jthere, it Is estab-

How then can It consistent=
ly govern anywhete within its domain
upon any other than republican prin-
ciples? If Congress may legislate for
the Territories, it'muat do so on cons
stituticnal, that ls republican princi+
ples. The bill, as admitted by the
Herald, contemplates & despotism
o ke et up within the
hmits ol the republic. Is

not that an incousistency upon its very
face? Cap o govergmest organized for
the perpeluity sad prevalemce of re,
publican lestitations and “to secu

the bleasings of liberty” to its framers
