Trie Senate passed the Senate bill

authorizing the Secretary of tbe
tmuurv to settle the Indebtedness
to the government of Sioux city and
Pacific railroad. Also the follow-

ing: The Senate bill to provide ad-

ditional lights on tho navigable
channels of Pugct Sound anJ wa-

ters tributary in the State of
tlm Senate bill granting a

risht of way through Fort DougLta
military rtsetvatlon, Utah, to the
Salt Lako City Street railway com-

pany; the Senate bill extending the
letter carrier system to towns having
a population of 5,000 and gross postal
revenue of $3,000; alio the Senate
bill amending section S371 Iluvlstd
Statutes, relating to the fees of dis-

trict attorneys, marshals and
clerks In Oregon, Xevaiia, Idaho,
Montana, North and Scuth
Dakota. The Senate resumed con-

sideration of the liouso bill to de-

fine and icgtilnte the jurisdiction of
the courts of the United States ni d
the substitute therefor rtpoited by
Hvarts from the judiciary commit-
tee. An amendment was agreed to
providing that courts of appeal in
cans In which Judgment is made
final, shall have the same appellate
