water and of tbe Spirit, he cannot en-
ter into the Kingdom of Heaver." i

Paul compares it to a burial. Col. li.
12: ."Buried with Him hi baptism,wherein ye are risen with Him thioiien
the faith of the operation of God, who
bath raised Uim from the dead." Also
Kom. 6:3-- 5.

In Mattnew 3: 6 and Mark 1 : 5. 9. we
learn mat John eaDtized ia the river
Jordan, aind that in toat s ream Jescs
was bapt zed. and we are givento understand in those chatters that He was baptized
by immersion. "John also bautizld
in .lOaon, near Sallm, because the, e
was much water there." But whv did
be require much water? Because much
water is required to be baptized by
Immersion. If sprinkling' or poutingbad been tbe proper made, butj little
water would have been required to
have baptized all the people who came
to John fonbaptism. In Acts, eighth
chapter, we learn, that When Phiijp
baptized the eunuch they both "went
down into the water and PHilip bap-
tized him."

This is a matter that it is not partic
ularly necessary to prove, for all writ
ers of sacred history agree that tbe
mode of baptism practiced by Christ
and His disciples was immersion and
none other, and it must be evident that
no one bad any right to change it, and
it was not until the end of the thir
teenth century that the mode was
changed and sprinkling used instead

"A Godly
sorrow worketh a repentance not to
he repented of but the sorrow of the
world worketh death." The savior
said, Luke 13:3, "Except ye repent
ye shall all likewise pensa."reter 00 tne cay 01 reniecost admon-
ished the assembled multitude in the
following language: "Repent every
one of you and be oaptizec ior tne re
mission of your sins ana you snau re
ceive the gift of the Holy Ghost, for
tne promise s nnto yon ana 10 jourchildren and, to those that are afar off,
even as many as the Lord our God
shall call."

Now rtfhct a moment upon the
IMPORTANCE OF THIS REQUIREMENT, J
and ask what would be the effect of a
universal repentance of mankind.au enmity wouia cease xrom , among
men, discords ana contentions woaio
be known no more: courts wltb all
their attendants would be a thing of
the past; peace and good will would
reign supreme: all men would treat
one another as brothers, and sin and
Iniquity would be banished 110m the
earth. The millenium would be ush-
ered Jn anl "every man in every place
wouia meet a Droiner ana a iriena."

What requirement could a merciful
Father make which would be of more
benefit and ot greater importance to
hl3 children than that which wonld
bring about so desirable a result?

Well could ia inspired servant oi
God say, "liepent all ye ends of the
earth." But who is benefitted from
the repentance of tbe world, in which
the sinner like tbe sow after having
been washed, returns again to the
wallow in the mire? Truly, as the
apostle has said, " The repentance of
tne wona woraetn aeain.

After an individual has believed in
Ood and in the divine mission
of Jesus Christ and experienced that
godly sorrow for sin and has resolved in
nis owd mina 10 cease: bibuiuk, iuiv is,
if he has Ued, to lie no more, if he has
atolen, to steal no more, in short has
turned from his wicked course, ha is
then and not till then, a proper candi
date for baptism.

When the Scribes and Pharisees

cameto Jhn detlring baptism at his
bands, he saw they were.not worthy to
receive that ordinance, and he de
manded that thev should "bring iortn

It must be sell-evide- nt that being
paptized without having first made a
proper preparation wouiu oe 01 no
benefit to anyone. It would not bring
a remission of sins, nor would it be at-
tended with any blessing. But on the
contrary, it might bb considered an
effort to climb up by some other way
into the sheepfold.nut when a person nas oeemeaio
believe in God and in his Son Jesus

ings, and has truly repented 01 nis
