Chicago, 22. Tho 'lri'june'x
Washington special contains the
following: General laft says
that no pardon lias yet been
grauted t V. O. Avery, now
undergoii g .: sentence of two
in the peukenti.uy at Jefterson
City, Mo., for complicity iu the
whiskey frauds a mmtli ago or
more. Mrs. Avery, wife of the pri-
soner, iudustriously circulated a
petition for the signature of news-
paper men. It was represented L-
oner that if she could present to the
President a petition bearing the
signature of representative leading
newspapers he would consider it In
the light of a declaration, and if he
ordered the pardon he would not
be subject to criticism from that
quarter. Mrs. Avery secured the
endorsement of nearly every corres-
pondent in Washington, but none,
however, signed the paper as news-
paper men, but all as individuals.
It was then presented to the Presi-
dent who referred it to the Attor-
ney General. He in turn referred it
to District Attorney Dyer who ap-
proved the issue of pardon on the
ground that he (Dyer) believed
that while Avery was guilty, he
wa3 simply used as a cat's paw by
others who escaped conviction.
Taft has said that if the pardonwas issued it would cost the re-

publican party 100,000 votes. Mrs.
Avery left Washington yesterday
with the cheering assurance to her
husband that the pardon was forth-
coming.

One thing is certain, Avery is
pardoned, aud the papers bear date
in advance of 12 o'clock en July22nd. Judge Taft knows nothingabout it.

hours,, one Indian following his
trail nine miles. He says they were
evidently waiting for him, and he
fears that the couriers who were
at Fort Fettermauon the 10th inst.
with dispatches, have been in-

tercepted, as he saw their trail this
side of ttie river, but not be3-on-

His delay ran him out of rations,
compelling him to fast two days.
He left all quiet in camp. The hos-
tile Sioux are believed to be north
of Goose Creek forty miles, and not
far Irom the scenes of the late mas-sacreo- u

the Little Big Horn. They
have not fired into camp lately nor
attempted to burn it out, although
the parched condition of the grass
renders this somewhat easy, at
least the animals may be robbed of
their sustenance.

The wagon train gives them a
supply until October.
