Lungs appeflee, ,waa a
Chinese laborer who ,resided In the
United States on November 17th, 1880,
tad,who continued to reside there un-

til October 24tb, . 1883. ,; He then left
San Francisco for China, taking with
him a certificate of identification, is-
sued to him by tthe- - collector ef that
port, in the , form required by the
fourth section of the act of May 6th,
1882, Chapter 122 (22 , Statutes 03).
This certificate was stolen . from
him , in China, and remained
outstanding Upon
returning from China to San Francisco
by vessel, Jang Ah Lung was not al-
lowed to land by the collector for want
of a certificate, and was detained In
custody in port by the directions of the
customs authorities. On - a . writ of
habeas corpus issued by the district
court of the United States, itappeared
that he corresponded in all respects
with the description contained in the
registration books of the Customs
House, of the person to whom the" cer-
tificate was issued. He was therefore
discharged from custody, and an order
of discharge was afiirmed by the circuit
court. This court, in an opinion de-
livered by Justice Blatcbford, holds :
