FPrunsylvania Day—The Awanrds.

PIMILADEDPHIA, Pa.,
Hept, 30, 1576,
Fditor Deseret Neuw -

Doubtle:s a portion of the in-
habitants of the great Keystone
State stayed at home on Thursday
(Pennsylvania day), to take care
of the baby, but, from appearances
on the Centennial Grounds, many
were led to Lelieve that the entire
population had ‘come Tout and
brought the baby with them. By
the middle of the afternoon un im-
mense concourse of people, a num-
ber more than twice as Jarge as the
entire population of Cleveland or
Washington, had passed through
the gates and were packed within
the Centennial enclosure. The
aisles in the buildiags and the
avenues through the |park present-
ed a solid conglomeratien of hu-
manity. The space of the Centen-
nial enelesure, with even distribu-
tion, would be quite suflicient for
a much larger number even than
was there on Thursday; but it will
be remembered that only a portion
of the enclosed area is available for
visitors, mueh space is covered
with lakes, fountaings, flower-Leds,
grass-plats, the narrow gauge dou-
ble track railroad, exhibits, monu-
ments, efe., and the space for walk-
ing or sitting is much limited. It
was not an occasion foreight-seeing
or enjoyment, although the
weather was “perfect; nothing
could bLe seen but a monoton-
ous sea of heads. The en-
tire police force was on  duty,
20 were all Lhe regular delectives
and a large force of specials. Iif-
forts werse made in the diflerent
buildings to induce all entering to
keep to the right and those leaving
te keep to the leftyLiut it was found
impossible to diill an army in the
midst of battle. The official esti-
mate was that up to =ix o’clock p.
m. 2il,902 persons paying full fee,
and 33,755 paying half fee,making a
total of 245,777 persons thaf bad
entered the grounds. At eight
o’clock when the gates were closed,
the number of full fee admissions
kad reached 217,675, the number of
half fee visitors remaining the
same, thus the nuinber of cash ail-
missions were 251,463, or over twice
that of the largest number on any
day at any former exposition, with
the single exception of one day
during the Paris Exposition, when
the turnstiles are.said (o Lhave re-
gistered 173,000 almissions. 'The
regular visitors to the exhibition
paid little attention to the exhibats,
but spent their time in watching
the human chaos as il ebbed and
flowed or stood in the gorged aisles
and avenues,

Receptions were the order of the
day, Governor Hartranft, Mayor
Stokeley, and DMrs. Gillespie, all
held them. At the two former
there were speeches, not unreason-
ably long. At the reception of
Mr=. Gillespie, president of the
Women’s Centennial (lommission,
there were no speeches, bhut it must
not ke supposed that their absence
indicated any luck of ability on the
part of the Jadies to Lalk.

Allhough the fire works exceed-
ed in splendoranything of thekind
that has taken place in Philadel-
phia, they were of short duration,
and the performarce was hardly
vqual to the promises of the pub-

tannounced for

lished programme. At the hour
the dizplay more
than 100,000 people had assembled

{ on the plateau Lounded on Lhie east

Ly the parrow gauge railway, near
the Catholie total ahi=tinence loun-—
tuin, the British villa to the north,
the glass worka to the sou.h, look-
ing towards George's Hill, which
was the objective puinl. It isto
be regretted that the elaborale
preparations that bad been made

were in some respectsa failure. The |

programme embraced twenty-two
distinct performances, or displays.
The arrangements were perfect, the
execution was not good, but gun-
powder is not a reliable thing to
handle. The display opened with
a brilliant illumination of the
grounds with many colored lights.
The bomb-firing was a very mag-
nificent spectacle, and, as they as-
cended, burstiug in mid air and
discharging myriads of fiery stars,
they were greeted with loud ap-
plause.

After this 3 display everybody
started for home, and notwith-
standing theextraordinary arrange-
ments made for transportation, tens
of thousands were unable to getinto
the cars. That such huge masses
of unorganized humanity, embrac-
ing both sexes, all econditions, and
every age from the cradle to the
grave, can come and go without
serious accident, as was the case on
Thuraday, reflects great credit on
somebody, or, perhaps, on every-
body.

Since I last wrote,the Exposition
awards bave been presented to the
chief commissioners of the various
countries represented, and they
will be distributed by them to the
various winners of prizes. The pre-
sentations took place wilh much
form and ceremony in Judge’s Hall.
They were made by Gen. Hawley.
The announcement of the names
of the various nations was received
with applause. France, England,
the Netherlands, Japan, Switzer-
land, Brazil, were honored with
cheers of great heartiness, but the
mention of the United States was
the oecasion for the noisiest demon-
stration of all. The list of nations
was called alphabetically, com
mencing with the Argentine Re-
publie, in order that there mright
be no {mputation of favoritism on
account of precedence. This was a
small thing, but it was in charac-
ter with the serupulous fairness and
courtesy that have distinguiched
the commission in all its relations
from the start. ) C.
