The troop seventyfive In number
quickly voted for Lieut Yager to take
commandI and In one hour we were on
hoe march Ior some diys previous
tIme rain hid been falling In torrents
creeks andI slough were overflowing
and the roads were inkle deep In m uiT
Sums six or eight ol our party were
mounted on horses thin balance trailing
behind tIle luggage wagons holding
our arms and ammunition above our
headI aunoe were often walt deep In
lutr

boil lIve miles on our way we nit-

cooutnced a band if mounted own with
red lags Hying They wore toolce our
number und hid gathered around a log
house some filly yards tu the lelt ol thin
road They rode around the house sev-
eral times and fired nt us as they toad
the circle thin bullets whittling through
the air Anti some of them plowing up
the ground bore reaching our line
Captain Yager plarad our men in Tile at
time paces space directing each omit
to loadl well hut hold tire until we could
tee Ihrm wink just in we were nearly
opposite them they took right auol broke
lola a run across the prnrle toward
Carthage

We reached Nauvoo about daylight
antI encamped In front of Fosters lug
brick house near lite Temple Our camp
equipage lion plared by the tide ol a
lull which reached halfway count thin
street While was guarding thin bag
I Joseph the Irophrt rode up toRuelog retied hit hind lo me and
inquired alter uncle and aunt He held
me by tIme hmd mil pulled m forward
until I woo obliged to slep upon thin log
When timing his horse sideways ha
threw me slip by step lo near thu roil ol
the log when teeing that cock foot left
marks upon the bark he asked me what
wni the matter with my lent I ret led
the prairie gross luau cut my shoes to
pieces and wounded my feet hut they
would soon be all right I noticed Un-
