A litile prac-
tice will enable one to pick at just
the right time; so that they will be
in eating condition soon after they
reacli the consumer, New haff
barrels, lined with white paper, are
the best_packages for choice selected
pears,

Apples.—Assort and market only
the good ones; poor apples will pay
beat in the form of vinegar.

Budding may still be done,as re-
commended last month. Label
each sort carefully.

Prying.—Make ample provisiens
for drying the surplus fruits of all
kinds; it is Tikely that oniy the best
fruit will bring remunerative prices
this seasop.

A Letter from Sweden.

BoeeRG, July 30, 1878,

From Philadelphia, [ embarked
for Liverpool it the Anerican line's
gteamer J/linoiy, a flue looking ves
sel, but by no means a fast ov.e, and
she did roll fearfully. The discip
line on board her was most excel-
lent, almost too severe and strict
for a mere merchantman., I had
bonght a steerage ticket, but one
look into the hole ecalled “the
steerage” completely cured me of
the cheap mode. A little judicious
sprinkling of the “root of all evil”
soon opened a snug berth for me in
the ‘“‘intermediate’™” depariment.
Here it was as comfortable in every
way as I could desire. I donot
kEnow if it is from a desire to save,
or some other cause, that the crew
were 80 terribly overworked, The
erew, 50 | heard, consisted of sixty-
one men—such vessels usually have
one hundred and nine men; and
the way those poor fellows were
obliged to werk wassimply horri-
ble. One man, the seécond baker,
fell down and died from over-exer-
tion on the 5th day out. But these
companies are losing money every
trip, and cannot affurd to pay for so
much help. Emigration is slowly
but surely turning toward Europe
again. soglish, Irish, Bwedes,
Danes, Germans and Frenchmen
were on board this vessel bound for
fatherland, and all bhaving hard
tales to tell of America. In eleven
days and s half we arcomplished
the distance from Philadelphia to
Liverpool, some 3,500 miles. The
White Star steamers usually ae-
eomplish it in nine days. Travelers
will please make a note of this.
