withdrawn from circulation. He
expressed entire confidence In the
honesty of purpose and motive of
tbe present rjecretary of the Treas-
ury, Uit said, as none of the Secre-
taries for twelve years jert bad
coined a dollar of silver more than
compelled by law to do, future Sec-
retaries might conscientiously deem
It their duty to keep In circulation
tlie least possible, amount of tlie

might, in effect, become a more pur-

Were
thcro any conceivable necessity for
the demonetization of elthir metal,
why demonetize that which prom-
ised the J ter and moro steady
y ield? .. as abtol u tely necessary
to tho welfare of society that both
silverand gold should have full and
unlimited use as money, and equally
vested with legal tender jiowtr.

that the restoration of silver to its
birthright will mark an era in the

Senator Jones today bad the same
close attention from tbe Senate from
both parties that he had yesterday.
At the close of bis speech he was
warmly applauded.

Jones (Ark.) next addressed tbe
Senate in critlchmof the bill. He
said the bill,as It stood, should "never
become a law, but should be amend-
ed by it, at least, for tlie unlimited
coinage of silver whenever the
price reached a point at which tbe
government ceased to be a purchas-
er. This was an absolute necessity,
unless the purpose was to destroy
silver as a msney. Those who
would vote for the bill as it stood, he
was sure, Intended the demonetiza-
tion of silver, and might as well
avoid it. While striking a fatal
blow at the Interests of a great body
of the people, they Intended only to
benefit tho sellers of silver bullion
by increasing its price. The delib-
erate purpose to discredit sliver
Treasury notes by refusing to make
them leal tender suggested further
the real purpose had In view by tho
republican party. He was In favor
of

ISSUING CERTIFICATES FOR COIN

and bullion and of conferring upon
them the quality of legal tender as
broadly and as completely as It was
conferred upon thecolnswhlchtbey
represented. There was no reason

why those certificates should bo In
any sense inferior to any other form
of paper money. They were tho
very best form of paper money,
because they wete rendered doubly
secure by the pledged faith of the
government and tiy deposits of coin
devoted to their redemption.

Teller said the senator from Ar-
kansas seemed to be laboring under
the Impression that the pending bill
was tlie result of a republican

Tho senator wra very much
mistaken. There was no caucus
bill of any kind before the Senate.

Jones replied that he bo had no
doubt but tills statement of tbe sena-
tor from Colorado was literally true.
At the same time, If newspaper re-

Jones Members of tlie republican
party have said to mo In private
conversation that this bill had been
approved by every senator except
the senator from Colorado.

Harris, a member of tbe finance
committee, said that tbe bill was
reported by a majority vote of that
committee. Ho had no knowledge
or suspicion of a caucus bating had
anything to do with it-- Tho mi-
nority of the. committee had (when

Washington, May 13. Senator

Davis, with tlie unanimous concur-
rence of other members of the Sen-
ate jnion committee, today

a report recommending that
the Senate do n"t agree to the
amendment made by the House to
tlie Senate dependent pension bills,
rhey announce their determination
uot to agree to the House bill under
any conditions. Tlie bill as Is passed
the Senate was a dependent tension
measure, Identical to that vetoed by
Cleveland. the House amended
tlie bill by passing as a substitute
the Morrill pension bill, which h
both a service and dependent ten-
sion bill.

It is the opinion of the Senate
committee that It is the duty of tlie
government, before entering upon
any other pension legislation, to
provide for the needs of disabled and

soldiers in the most
libera! manner possible. The Sen-
ate bill was framed upon this theory.
Service jierisions is a matter which
should not le Involved with tbe
disability bill. The estimates pre-

pared by the adjutant-gener- show
that the ap, roximate-- d aggregate
cost of a service pension upon a basis
of 03 years, as tbe age limit, w ill be
51,182,035,525. Upon a basis of
sixty years the cost would be
31,333,109.520. Of this amount

roust be paid twforelhe
end of the. year 1915, and the aver-
age annual payment would

These estimates are ma-

terially greater than those of the
House rommittee- - but tbe Senate,
committee adopted them because
based on valid reasons, and because
excriencc had shown that iensIon
estimates heretofore bad .invariably
fallen below tbe actual ccst- - It Is
tbe committee's opinion that when-
ever it is deemed wise to inaugurate
a system of service pensions, it
should be don- - for the benefit of all
living roldiers who were- honorably
discharged, and that the rate of
Ins!on should l graded according
to the length of service.
