Hereafter, when an approved plan of
survey of any township is transmitted
to you by the Surveyor-Genera- l, you
will not regard such plat as officially
received at, and tiled In your office, un-
til the following regulations have been
complied with :

1. You will forthwith t,ost a notice
in a conspicuous place In yonrollk'i:
specifying the township that has been
surveyed and stating the plat or sur
vey will be riled in our otilee on a day
tobe tiled by you and named in the
notice, which shall not be less than
days from the date of such notice, and
that on ana after such day you will be
prepared to receive applications for
tii cntrv of lands In such towns.

2. You will also send a copy of such
notice to the postmaster of postofllces
nearest the land and a copy to each
clerk of a court ot record in your dis-

trict, with a request that the same be
conspicuously posted In .helr respec-
tive offices.

;5 You will furnish the public press
iu your district with copies of such
notice as a matter of news.

4. You will give such further publi-
city of the matter in answer to inquir-
ies ifor which you will charge no lee)
snd c t her wise, as you may be able to
do without incurring advertising, ex-

penses.
