Ita capacity Is altogether too
limited for this large and growing oity and
the surrounding- - distriot of country, the
DODuUllon of wblchls steadily increasing,
Bu Mark's hospital U full at the preaent
time and applications are still being sonde
for admission, which cannot at prea
ent be entertained. We were, reliably
Informed veaterday that there .are now
over half a dozen eases in the ' city
of natlenta who have not the necessary
means to psy for being properly cared for
and looked after, and who are receiving
medical and other attendance from other
sources. If a large publle hospital were
built it would not detract in any degree
ffom the usefulness of the one already in

- existence, and we may Bay, ia this connect
(ion, that it amounts to nearly a publle
duty to sustain thla hospital. Preparations
