Mow Foreign-Bor- a Persons Mny!
Acquire Title to Public Lands.

Persons of foreign birth and parent
age who have not been naturalized,
nor declared their intention to become
citizens of the United States, nor re
ceived honorable discharges from the
military or naval service of the govern
ment, may purchase lands at private
entry within tbe States and may ac-

quire title to mineral lands In the Ter
ritories. It was probably the inten
tion of the lawmakers, when enacting
toe law passed on tnis subject oy the
last Congress, to prevent the acquire-
ment by aliens of title to agricul-
tural lands in the several Territories.
and, as the law has not been construed
by tnc courts or the interior Depart
ment, it may be that the object has
Been attained, l am oi opinion, now- -
ever, that it is very doubtful whether
tbe r ght to purchase land at private
entry in the Territories if any can be
found subject to such entry has been
aeniea to foreigners oy saia act.

An ordinary cases ox entry under tne
pre-empti- on and timber-cultu- re law.
an alien who has declared bis or ber
intention to become a citizen of the
United States may acquire title to
public lands.

An entry may oe initiate under tne
homestead law by one who has made
the declaration of intention respect-
ing citizenship, but the naturalization
must oe complete oeiore true can oe
perfected.' In the administration of the public
land laws.an honorable discharge from
tne military or navai service ox tne
United States is considered as equiva
lent to a declaration of intention to
become a citizen so far as relates to
the initiation of a claim.

A declaration of intention by an
entryman, who dies before being fully
naturalized, is deemed equivalent to a
declaration by bis widow Or minor
children. An alien can acquire no
rights, as against an adverse claimant,
by settlement upon public land. Such
settler's riKata. in the absence of ad
verse claim, will relate back to date of
original settlement upon becoming
naturalized.

The alien heirs of a deceased home
steader may purchase under sectioejf,act June 15th, 1830, uaiess forbidden
by tne alien act reieirea to above.

The son who came to tnis country as
a minor with his father, and whose
father still living has only declared
his Intention to become a citizen.ks not

to make entry wttnout navln(Snaunedown declaration of intention.
An alien who has been honorably

discharged from the military or naval
service of the United States, may in
itiate a homestead entry but must
take out citizenship pipers before he.
can complete bis entry and receive patent. - -

The nineteen year-old daughter of
a person who had declared his inten
tion to become a citizen, bnt bad not

.yet received his final citizenship
papers, may in person or by guardian
make proof upon the homestead of bei
deceased father, provided she shall
have continued either in person or by

to cultivate and reside on tneJroxy embraced, and is able to show
that se has taken the oaths required
bv naturalization laws.

The lull naturalization ox an alien
naturalizes his wife and ail minor
children.

The marriaxe of an alien woman to
an American citizen endows her with
citizenship. i ; .

The children of an alien who were
minors at the date of bis declaration
of intention to become a citizen, must
complete their naturalization in the
event that the citizenship of the father
was not completed prior to tne attain
ment bv them of their majorities.

An alien who immicrates d urine bis
minority and remains until after his
majority must become naturalized if
he desires to exercise the rights and
enjoy tbe privileges of citizenship..If - A 1 JAlien wuioea may oc naiwriEeu ae
same as foreign born men, the pro
ceedinir belnir precisely similar. .

xae ruies respecting citizensnip in
relation te entries of public lands
apply all alike without regard to sex.

.The Festire Burglar. .,:'

The city is seriously afflicted with
this class of criminals Just, now, and
people who are prepared for them are
likely to be better off than those less
carefnl. A bold attempt at burglary
was made last night at Dunf ord's shoe
store, 124 East Temple street Tbe
street lamps were .burning, the
electric light threw its rays di
rectly Into the door and spec
ial watchmen and police pass
along the sidewalks, yet under these
conditions the thief made an effort to
enter the store by wav of the transom
over the front door. Mr. George Dun- -
ford was sleeping within, and shortly
before midnight was aroused by a
strange voice. He advanced In the
direction whence it proceeded, and
was surprised to see a man climbing
up to the transom, which was . open
As the intruder was endeavoring to
force his body through the aperture.
Mr.Dunlord came forward ; to unlock
the door and If possible make' a capr
ture. The turning of the key in . the
lock: startled the burglar, and before
the door could be opened he sprang td
tbe ground. He cot into the alley
about twenty feet south of Dnnford's
and managed to elnde his pursuer,

I Simon Bamberger and 7. K. Morris
were before Commissioner Norrell to-

day on two charges of embezzlement,
preferred by Theodore Braback, now
manager of the Sanpete Valley Ball-wa- y.

Mr. Bamberger was formerly
tbe manager.and Mr. Morris secretary.
Owing to developments that did not
satisfy the . owners of the road, tbe
change was made and suits instituted
against Mr. Bamberger to obtain cer-
tain moneys alleged to belong to the
railway company.

The complaints in tbe cases beard
today charge that tbe dclendants.wblle
in cpntrol of tbe road, embezzled some
of its funds, two of th Items stated to
be$05.6-2- , in the month of April, 1880,
and 4273 25, injanuary, 1887.

Jacob Bamberger, brother of the de-

fendant Simon Bamberger, was the
first witness for the prosecution, which
was conducted by Messrs. A. Brown,
E. B. Critchlow and Assistant Dis
trict Attorney Clarke, the attorneys
for the defense being W. II. Dickson
and J. L. Rawlins. Mr. J. Bamberger
testified as to the official position?
formerly held with the railway com
pany by the defendants; on looking
over a lot of papers presented to him
he identified the writing thereon as
that of F. K. Morris, except on one
sheet, which be could not identify. A
bundle of letters was also shown the
witness.wno said they were all written
by F. K. Morris, one being signed by
him and tbe others by S. Bamberger. :

II. S. Kerr, of Moroni, Sanpete
County, testified that he was superin
tendent of the Sanpete Valley Bail-wa- y,

and had been since October 1,
18tv, having --been appointed ' by
Simon Bamberger, who was then" its
manager; I received the moneys of the
company, paid the running expenses of
the road, aad transmitted the balance
of the funds t the defendants my re-
ports were mads to Mr. Morris ; when
they were down the road they always
looked at the books ; last winter I had

conversation about the accounts of
1887; I do not remember his conver-
sation regarding the accounts of 1886 ;
On April 6, 1889, the passenger receipts
were f 10.75, and the freight $231.77. The
receipts on other dales in April were
also testified to.

The account of May, 1886, was ob
jected to by the defense. ' Mr. Brown
insisted on the proof, claiming that
the prosecution would show that tbe
defendants bad made a practice of ab-

stracting large sums of money be 4

longing to the railway company; It
was not all taken at once. They
falsified a whole series of accounts for
a much less sum than that received.

The court overruled the objection.
The witness, Kerr, continued and

gave tbe ampuut of the receipts on
various dates to September 30, 1880;
the Sanpete Valley connects with the
Utah Central, and we paid their agent
their share of their freight accounts ;
I remitted money monthly to the de-

fendants, in various amounts; . in
April, 1886, it was $330, and in October
it reached $1125; we carried the mail.
and Mr. Bamberger received the money
therefor from the government.

Theodore Bruback testified! am
president and general manager of tbe
Sanpete Valley Railway; succeeded
Simon Bamberger; hive received from
Englaqd the reports of the road's
business as made by Bamberger: also
the letters he wrote.

The letters were offered in evidence
to show to whom Mr. Bamberger re-

ported, and bis manner of transacting
business for tbe company.

There was quite an, extended argu
ment bver the admission of these let
ter, as, though they related to the
business of the Sanpete Valley Bail
way, tbey were to the secretary of the
Central Pacific Coal and Coke Com
pany.

A certificate was read showing that
the Sanpete Valley stock was held by
trustees for tbe coal and coke com-

pany, which was the actual owner of
the road.

The letters and certificate w ere ad-
mitted in evidence, and at 1 p.m. a re
cess was taken till a later hour in tbe
afternoon. . '

Editor Deseret 2ieu$:
We. are in Nevada, lust a. snort dis

tance from the Washington. County
line, Utah, and many of Ute Utah peo
ple look upon ns as being rather weak
'Mormons" because we. remain in tbe
SageSrusb State where but few of tbe
the Saints reside It may not be eut
of place, therefore, to give your paper
a lew items ei news irom mis secuon.

Onr farminz interests in the valley
where Panaca. is situated are not Try
extensive as ret. The main drawback
is a scarcity oi water, iiowever, tne
grain Just being harvested here promi-
ses an excellent yield per acre. And
our experience during tbe past two
years proves to us that by preparingtne sou in thelauox tne year ana
planting our grain very early in the
spring in order for it to hare the full
oenent oi early showers, witn a iew
reservoirs to board enough water for
two irrigations, the crop will mature
well. Our valley will then be capable
of producing many thousands of bush-
els of grain annually. Since times have
cnangea with us, and mining interests
nave nrovea nneroncaDie. iamoK u
Becure remunerative employment ior
ourselves and teams, we are xorcea to
look for support to

around us. These resources are very
good if only developed. For years
after the pioneers came to this valley,
this locality was thoUKUt by many to be
incapable of fnrnishiDg suitable range
for 1000 .bead of cattle : and so our
stock cattle were driven to other local
ities for thesummer season. But at
this date there must be near 3,000 bead
of horned animals up and down tbe
vallev to a distance of 45 miles. These
stock are owned principally, by onr j
ontsiJe neighbors who would De gisa
to sell a drove of any kind of animals
a purchaser might wish.
