In early
times it was customary to hold these
meetings in thu various wards of
this (Salt Lake) city on Thuroy
evenings of each week. You will
find, as the Saints did at that time,
that great good will result from these
gatherings.

It has bctn suggested that the
Bishops reorganize their auxiliaries,
the Priett?, Teachers and Deacons'
quorums, as far as it is practical to
uo this.

Tho
reailt is obtained by u sliding
frame, the teeth of which are so
arranged that they Impart the rotary
motion to a segmentary gear wheel.

The Inventor of this ma:hine is
air. James Ilaytou, of Salt Lake
City. He claims that by it about
33' per cent of power i gained;
that it can be applied to any ma'
chinery where the crank is used
and that it can !e run with a great
deal ifwre safety than auyordinary

engine. The inventor has
obtained patents in America, Eng-
land, France, Bpain, Cuba aud
Canada.

A model of this engine was ex

LETTER FCOJI LONDON.

DMrctsiriJ: Scenes at Fires. Loadya
Fog Pictures. Mr. Booth'
1 antral as a Banaaza.

Somnxniw DritasT sbti--
just at the present time the Brit-

ish metropolis Is having n harvest of

fires, the daylight and darknera
them in aboutcqual propor-

tion. Of course a vast amount of

property Is destroyed, but it ,1s sel-

dom that lu one day there are two
confiasaUons at .which human
lives aro lost, as was the case yes-

terday. At one plce two persons
received fatal injuries, while at an-

other the victims numbered fiTd
girls and four liieu. This latter
case w.13 a factory, where was fol-

lowed the usual custom here of lock-

ing tlie doors of manufacturing es-

tablishments, so the employes can-
not get out. Thus It was when the
llaiues burst forth in tho lower
stories that t!ioo above had no
warning till the fire was well unJeK
headway, and when they did learn
of it and burst the doors open tbo
stairway was in a blaze, and only a
few could inako their escape by that
mean. The others rushed to the
windows overlooking a courtyard
about sixteen feet wide, where hun-

dreds of people, had gathered. But
though there was only this narrow
span to mako to the buildings oj

and thus allow the escape of

the unfortunate, uo one seemed to
have the presence of ndnd to open
the wav of deliv crauce,

Nordid the firemen seem to be in
abetter way than others for this
work. They are promptly on hand
at fires, night or day. livery even- -

lug ladders and lire apparatus aro
run out to stations lu the streets,
and distributed over liid entire city
bo that when an alarm Is given the
firemen are near to auy given point.
In this Instance they were ready
for fighting the fire as well as it
could be done In the limited space,
but they were not prepared for res-

cuing the agonised men aud women
who were at the windows calling
for help. The ladders were niostly
too short, iu one case a man held a
ladder on his hands till it reached
near enough for a w omau to get uu
it from a window, and to descend,
but those lu the next ttorywere
beyond any oilered help, and ai-

res Jy the smoVo wa3 surging around
them, and the llames darting in
unnleaant proximity to their bodies.
They could not jump sixteen or
eighteen feet to the windows oppc- -t
l'o, there was uo means to cro,

and those nhowercnotin the part
where strip- - of calico could be. had
fur ror.es, had Hither to spring out of
the windows to cerula death,
pr ta surrender as victims to the
fiery furnace. Home chose tlie latter
coun, while others jumped aud
were crushed to death by contact
with the pavement below. In a
few cares men on the ground hud-
dled together in bunches, and pro-
tecting their heads as best they
could with theirann?, allowed those
in the lower stories to jump ou
theai, thus breaking their fall aud
escaping with less than mortal

But tlia failure, and abso-

lute refusal, in practice, uf English
employers to provide means for es-
cape from such disasters shows how
pcuuriouslhcy areani how infinit-
esimal is the value they place ou
human life. The love of their

b:ings has but a small place Iu
their hearts, compared to their greed
for this world's goods.

This season London has been un-
usually free from fogs, but the past
few days has suggested that dark-
ness at noouday is ttlll within the
probabilities. Tlie skies are obscured,
the gas is burning in stores, dwell-
ings and strei ts, and there is but one
distinction between night and day,
and that Is a closer ilmltto the n

than is the case oua night whin
there is uo fog. Pedestrians and v

move cautiously .ilongJrivcrs
are shouting to warn others of their
presence, aud policemen arc busyat
the street crossings, in helping people
to pass over the streets without being
run down by wagous or 'busses.
Even tlie railways are in a pickle,
for their signal lights are compara-
tively valueless. But In the neigh-- I
liorhood of stations there is a con-
tinuous series of explosion', like the
constant firing from small cannons.
Every hour a vast number of trains
pass sometimes as many as three a
minute from a given station; and
the signal for their approach is her-
alded by the explsiion of torpedoes
placed upon the track. So the
"boom! boom!" of tlieso combine to
make a steady roar from early morn
till midnight. But the railway
system, operated with double tracks.
is so thorough that accidents seldom
occur.

One of the events of the week Is
the funeral of Mrs. Booth, wife of
the General of the Salvation Army.
Tho tervices lgan yesterday, and
tho burial pok placu today. The
funeral procession contained absut
1W rwlvatlou Army officers, male
and female, and eighteen Crass
bands. There were also banners
Ijearing such mottoes as "J test in
Peace," "Meet me iu Heaven,"
etc, ard as General Booth
rode In the carriage which fol-
lowed the hear&e, it was clear
that the loss of hi; partner in life
was a severe blow to him. But lu
connection with the funeral throng
as it moved through the densely
crowded streets, where the bay had
to, be IcarcJ by ,

was a peculiar feature that
could probably bo produced no-
where c!e but In Eugtat.d. An
official programme of tn- - order of
march and mu.norial services had
been published, and along the
column came hundreds of persons
bearing the Salvation Army uni-
form and shouting, In voices
ranging from tteep Lass to a
shrill treblf, "Penny a

Official., programme
a peiiuy!" And so the song weot
on the musia from tho bands, some
playing mournful dirge, and others
lively hymn tunes; some of the
marchers chanting solemn lays and
others singing a joyful chorus; the
Ehouts of the programme seller.J,
and the coarse Interruptions ct a
very large number of bvEtandcru
who had no repect for such a
mournful occasion all uniting to
make a volume of sound tliat was
far from pleasing.

The procession was in two di-
vision, and between them camu
quite a space This was filled with
a motley crowd of vehicles, so that
tbo central part of the column con-
sisted, fur much of the distance, of
'busses, carhe, wagons, carriages
(some of which were filled with
drunken men), vegetable vans, dump
cart", donkey carts, merchandise
wagons, and everything on wheels.
It was vain for tho police to attempt
to keep these out, for in the busy
thoroughfares selected Jor tlie route
of tho procession theV volume of
traffic was cheeked for a time, aqd
then liore itself forward with irre-
sistible force into the first breach
tint presented itself. Loudon is a
graml place to draw immense crowds
but a funeral procession is a dismal
failure.

I merely ttated the broad
principle that a government would
not allow n hostile, force within its
borders, and If by liie aneciation of
Ideas tho jieopfe thought I referred
to Joseph Smith as being Loatile to
tho government, 1 cannot help that,
I did not mean to sayso. I put a
period after the word 'uniform.'"
