Dr. Tanner aud other
cranks have tried it, but they soon lail
back among the solid ranks that eat to
live. Most people enjoy this order ot
things, and many take such pride in it,
that they act as though they lived es-

pecially for that purpose.
Tne babe that receives the nourish-

ment, is the one that has the surest
chance to reach an older growth ; so the
man or woman who Is most properly
fed, id the one who has most reason to
hope for a well ripened age, if not
iriven to other abuses of the body. The
recklessness that people display in
cramming their stomachs is something
both wonderful and tearful; anil
thoughtlessness of many housekeepers
in placing ill assorted jumbles of food
upon their tables is euougk to usher
entire families prematurely into l'ara-dis- e.

lustinct in a measure settles the
question of what we should eat. Who
relish a heavy dinner of roast beef,
plum pudding and mince pie as well hi
the summer heat as they do in winfery
This is evidence that nature demands
lighter food, such as fruits, vegetables,
liht desserts, etc., J during the heated
term, while richer sauces aud meats
may be used in cold weather.

The taste reb.-l- s against sour bread,
dial what is this but nature teachlu'
us to beware of It? So of rum and
tobacco, the novice rarely finds plea-
sure in their use, but i;oes on madly
thinking he can conquer the higher law
aud establish a nattiral condition of
his own to suit an acquired habit . The
effort is vain, and only results in
damage to hiiu who undertakes it. A

srrand old teacher is Mother Nature.
The fdomach revolts at the mere
thought of fermented fruits, tainted
meats, stale pies end cakes and such,
and such aud yet women often put
sticn things ou their tables to keep
them from belnx wasted.. (?) It it au
ill w ind that blows nobody jfood, aud
this kind of economy furnishes em-

ployment for the doctor aud patent
medicine man; but common sense
would dictate that such things be given
to the pigs; nature has given them
stomachs that require acid and fer-
mented food, but we do not belong to
the lop eared variety of animals, and
cannot thrive on what affords them ex-

cellent .susteuance.
There are few people but have a

keen relish for fresh, ripe, seasonable
fruits, and they damajre no one when
eaten iu moderation aud at the proper
titties. Even harmless things must be
partaken of in a harmless way; yet
there are housekeepers who devote
uuuumbcred hours ta canning aud
spicing choice fruit for future use,
while on the tables will be found the

away to be kept till it too has lost its
acriduesK and aroma.

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The Transportation of as.

Thirty miles of pipe line will soon be
ready for use to convey natural gas
from wells located near Sheffield,
Warren Count)', IV, to Jamestown,
Chautauqua County, N. Y. The pipeused is mainly what in called cight-mc- ti

pipe, though a part of it is still
larger, laid in a trench about two feet
deep. Thirty-fiv- e miies of smaller
service lpig.3 has botm laid ia the
streets of oauiestown, and it is ex-

pected by Nov. 1st to supply gas as de
sired at that place for manufacturing
.ind domestic purposes, tiasometers
are constructed for tlie purpose of re-

ceiving the gas and resulattng the
pressure. It is expected tnat the ini
tial force at the point of supply will be
suilicient lor the delivery of the gas,
without mechanical assistance, 30
miles distajit. This part of the prob-
lem will be a matter of uo little in
terest. The: transportation of gas, if
it can tie cheaply aud continuously ef
fected for considerable distances, will
do away with a large amount of coal
transportation, in fact, the time mav
come when coal will be turned into gas
at the mines, and its valuable combus
tible quality only transmitted. The
cost of the Jamestown plant is esti
mated not to exceed Plla.
