log to Dr. Maedonald the germ will
llvu one mouth In butteraud llku sub.
elatices, and about one Uny lu cheese
aud curds. Iu boiled milk It will live
tndsllullely, provided the liiftetlon
takes place after the milk Is boiled. If
before, the germ will live until the
lallk is boiled or uutll It starts to for.
ueut. In white wine the gutmi will

live live minutes and lured wlno tun
mluutts. Cold loir.o will support
them for two bouts. Imitation coder,
with chicory, Ave hours, cold 'teak Ua
IiIijo days, strong tea one hour and
cocoa for an ludellultu period. Hiring
water will hold live gums for from
lle lo eight days, well waterfront ouu
to six days and sterllizua water about
three mouths. Hea water will kill
tbetii In four days.
