Captain Gibson tinted that he had no
nnlmoilly against the IVoleilint religion
or missionaries but agaluit the spread-
of the Catholic lallh or rather against
thespreadol the Ircnclilnlluenceatlhe
Islands he was opposed He lulleved
that the French would subjugate this
race they could and on that account
he opposed them Although his mother
was Catholic and he was early taught
