his adversary called him a peddler be
at once adopted tne name. .lie "ped
died." he said. In. thoaghts, and feel
lags, and intellectual truths, and he
was going In for a wholesale business
In the eame line. A peddler baa a ore-- t

scripiive rignt to caii.nu wares oy such
names as be pleases, but the commodi
ties out or wnicn Itennett becan to
make bis fortune were, in plain lan
guage, obscenity and personal defama
tion. The New I era, Herald, which
ne invented and continued to manaire.
to the last hour of his life, was at firstan ooscene, scurrilous print, sold at
cent, pnmea Dy steaitni on other peo-
ple's types, and published in a csflar.
The office of the Herald is now one of
the grandest houses on Broadway; the
paper itsejr is one oi tne ricnesc literary
properties in the world, and it haa oaat
off the revolting grossneass of its early
years. But it haa al ways been conduct
ed on the same principle the principle
Tii proviuing any wing tnat seemea
likely to pay, without regard to the
moral texture of tbe article. -

When such men as Bennett and Flsk
are mentioned Americana have a ster
eotyped reply which they never fail to
use. . jmo aouoc. tney may. these men
were scoundrels, ana found great seone
for their scoundrelismt but they were
not received Into society. Flsk, it Is
true, was ror a time master or New
York, and taxed, robbed, and Plunder
ed as he pleased; bnt respectable peo-
ple did not ask him to dinner.- - And so
avlthi Bennett he nutd mrtmt fnvtuaua.
and in certain ways exercised enor-
mous influence, but neither he nor his
paper had any social standing: the
Herald had. a vast circulation, but in
good families it was not taken in. It
seems to us Impossible to doubt that
these men could not flourish as they do
unless there was something congenialIn the composition and ; atmosphere of
the society in which they move. : Ben-
nett himself was certainly not an
American product, for he was a Scotch
man, and there is no reason to suppose
that. his character would hay been In
any, way different from what it was
wherever he had .established himself.
But it may be doubted whether the
continued and prosperous existence of
such a paper as the Herald Is fully ac-

counted for by the accidental arrival of
an unprincipled Scotchman in New
York. We can only say that in point
of act no such journal,' as far as we are
aware, has ever made its appearance in
any other country. It is only shifting
the ground of argument to say that a
newspaper of enormous circulation is
heartily despised by those ? who buy it
and read it. ,The truth would seem to
be, that the expression of pnblle opln--1

yorced from aotaal - eouvlotlon - and la
enjoyed merely as a stimalaot. People
there read a newspaper just as tney fo
to tbe bar for a mint ialep or a brandy
smasb; aod anytblne; sharn and strong;
win answer the parpo-e- . it woald be
unfair to American journalism to sug-
gest that tbe Herald Is, or wi, for we
nave been speaking: chiefly or Its past:a fair representative of the press of that
country. There are journals of un
doubted ability .aud Integrity in tbe in
