Louis, 2.—The Globe-Demo-
crat has a letter from Keuselt,
Ark., detailing some atrocities
committed by a relizious sect call-
ed Cobb, at Gum Springs, White
County. It appears that an old
man uamed Coub rules the com
munity, aud 13 regarded by his
followers ms Jesus, and obeyed
accordingly. For eome time past
singular noises have been heard at
(Gum Springs, and a few days sago
(. D. Humphreys, of Search, and a
Mr. Blake, of ¥l Paszo, determiu-
ed fto ascertain the cau-e; they,
therefore, visited the locality, and
as they were passing the hut from
which issued the strange sounds, a
man named Doren, one of the Cohib-
ites accosted them, saying “Gad
was in the hut,” and invited them
to enter andsee him. They alighted
from theirbuggy, and Humphreys
was ut once seized by four men uud
Blake by four women. Blake
broke lopse from bhis captors and
ran about & hundred yards when,
on lookiog back, he saw Lhe men
cutting Humphreys to pisces with
long knives. He hasteued to town
and reported the case aud a party
of citizens at once started for the
scene of the murder. On arriving
at the Springs they fouud Huwpli-
rey’s head cut off and stuck oua
fence paling. A Loy riding by had
been compelled to get off his horse
and bow 1o the head tbies Limes
aud utter a prayer. A pariey en-
sued between the leader of the
eitizens, J. C. Black, and Duver of
the Cobbites, during whieh the lat-
ter took Humphreys' head from the
fence several times and shook it
back aud forth and replaced it
on the paliog, at the same time or-
dering the cilizens tu lJeave. At
last Dover and his crowd advanced
on Black and bis party ian men-
acing manner, and the latter fired
upon them, Kkilling two men and
wounding another; the remaining
four men, four women and two
two c¢hildren, were arrested and
taken to jail. Other Cobbuites were
also arrested and taken to Search.
There was great excitement among
the people, lynching was threaten-
ed. Next day a prolimivary ex-
amination fwas beld and all the
parties released. They talked in-
cessantly about their religion fand
there seemed but little doubl that
they were all crazy from the effecis
of religious excitement and glarva-
tion.

The Mouniaina of South Western
Virginia.

WYTHEVILLE, Va.,
Aug. 35, 1876,
Editor Deseret News:

For the last two weeka I have
ridden on horseback over the moun-
tains, In many places pathless, of
south-weatern Va., than which
none of the Appalachian range are
wilder, resting at mnight in the
cabin of some hardy piouneer, whe,
though he may be nearer the cen-
tre of elvilization than those who
have led the “‘star of empire” west-
ward, hus waged a no less heroi|
war with churlish nature, on rocky
hill sides that do not laugh with
Larvests from mere tickling with a
noe,

I have becu greatly interested
with much of the country im this
pertion of the State. Its geologi-
cal and topographiecal foermation
{5, in many points, very singular.
Uruveliog in a north-eastern direc-
tivn frem the Blue Ridge Moun-
tain, aud attempling Lo keep on top
of the Alleghany Mountain, one is
compelied to travel g8 due east
course, eay fifteen miles, and then
a reversa track for fifteen or twenty
miles, . having only made six or
eight miles in a straight direction
north-east. This of course ferms al-
ternate valleys,number 1 with water
runiing west, number 2 water run-
ning east, number 3 west, number
4 cast, ete., and although these
streams thus interlock and are al-
most withia a stone’s throw of each
other, thuse running west are lime-
stone waters, while those running
east are free stone, NMany springs
break out so precisely on the crest
of these mountains that you can at
will, with your foot, turn the
stream into the Chesapeake Bay or
the Gulf of Mexico,

These mountains are, on the side
facing north, very fertile and hesa-
vily limbered, while the opposite
side is slerile and almost werth less,
The lards on the waters flowing
westward are excellent for grazing
purposes, while those flowing east-
ward are not generally productive,
certainly not of the grasses.

There is an abuadaut show of
water worn rocks on the tops of
many of these high mountains, and
it is the opinion of geologists that
what i+ now the Kavawia onge
found ils way out to the Atlantic
by the present channel of the Roan-
onke. This would seem an unac-
countable freak for this erratle
tiver, were it mot patenlt now cn
every map that it has defled 1l
lnws governing rivers, and from its
source in North Carolina to its
mouth it has cut its way nacross
range after range of high mountsins
untll the chanuel i3 elear for it to
disemborue ivto the Ohio. On op-
posite sides of this river are now to
ba seen Lthe strata of selid roek hun-
dreds of feet high, duplicating
each other, o8 if the river had lit-
¢rally bewn its channel out. Thia
is fhe same through the distriet
ranges known as Mack’s, Walker's,
Peter's and SBewell mountalins, all
parallel to each other,

iu Tazewell county, some thirty
mifles north from Wytheville, is a
worderfully beautiful and fertile
tract of couniry known ans Busk’s
Gurden, an oval shaped cove entire-
I+ =urrounded by very high moun-
tains. It is supposed to have been
4 lake and that its present rich
black soll is alluvial deposit. Itis
indeed a garden of surpassing love-
liness, the whole thirty square
miles being a carpet of deepest
green, and unrivaled, even by the
blue-zrass region of Kentucky, for
Zrazing purposes,

It was once owned, in part, by
the late Governer, John B. Floyd,
Secretury of War, during Buchan-
an's administration, and I doubt if
l'e ever inade a greater financial
Llunder than when he sold it. It
is now accessible by a turnpike lit-
erally cul for miles in solid rock,
and as you leok down upon it in
any directivon large herds of fat
caitle are sven on its bosky {meads
and under its spreading oaks.

Quite as unfortuvate was the
Governor'a kinsman, Mr. Preston,
whoowuned that magniticent estate,
the Preston Ealt works, and their
valuable surroundings, and, during
the Jate war, sold it for Confederate
notes, and is now trying to recover
it in the csurts upon the plea that
he had Lo quid pro quo. These salt
works are being very successfully
opernted by Messis, Stuart & Pal-
uier, the present owners, The for-
mer a brother of the cavalry Jeader
Gen. J. E.B. Stuart, of Confederate
fame, the latter from New York.
I'be c¢spacity of these works has
been greatly increased and the pto-
duet is enormous

Immeuse mines of gypsum are
found, and very successfully opera-
ted on these premises by this came
company. BSuch is (he extent of
their operations, that the Virginia
and Tennessee I R. has found it
profitable to Yuild a branch road
some eizht miles in length to this
place, Saltville, and to run regular
trains upon it,
