To the Editor of the Scientific Ameri-
can:

The article In your issue of this date,
'*The Parcel Post,”” credited to the
Angnican Architect, .-and referring to
the apnouncement that the Post Uffice
Department had established a postal

arcel service between the United
States and Mexlico and certain islands
in the West Indies, and referring to
the fuperior poastal” service of Ger-
many in this respect, interested me
deeply.

Germany, Austria, France and Bel-
glum bave had for years a Bystem of
collecting bills by mall, through the
postal authorities. 1o ail these coun-
tng, I believe, Tackages can be sent
C.0.D. by mail. This is certainly
the case In Austria.for In 1882 [ avalled
myself of it, apd found 1t to
work most admirably, A day or
Ltwo alter leaviog Vienna 1
sent an order lor some arti-
cles of merchandise to that city, to be
dilivered to me at Innsbruck on my
arrival; asd on reaching therel found
that the postman had previously been
there with them,and he being informed
of my arrival brought_ihem the next
morping; and I pald for the goods, the
postage and the cost of returnipg the
money to the seller. Greatly im-
pressed by tbe manper lo which this
service was performed, [ wrote & let-
ter toour then Postmaster-General,
Howe, advocating it for the Unitea
States, Ile never, so far as |l am
aware, took any action in the matter”
Since then I have repeatedly arged it

grese, Of cobrse the expriss com-
panles would make 8  Very
determined fight sgainst any
such ionovatllon oua one of their privi-
