THE QUEKN'S CUP.

Tux Americi's cup as it is termed was
received from Queen Vistoria over 3¢
Years ago, and ever since efforts have
been made by British boatmen to re-
capture it, with what success |s known
to the reader. Butevery reader does
not know that the America did not re-
celve the cup of the British yacht
for club that she went over to contest,
and (hat the origioal Queen’s cup com-
peted for is still in England. It oc-
curred lothis wise: .

In 1851 1he yacht -America was bullt
by James R. and George Bieers for
John C. Stéphenson and seversl other
gentlemen of New York for the ex-
press purpose of competing in British
waters for the Queen’s cup in the an-
nual regatta off the Island of Cowes.
It arrived on the coast of England
some lime previous to tie race and
was boarded by & man representing
himsell as & French pllot, but la rcal-
ity an Eunglishanan who took this
mrethod of ascertaiming her speed.
Floding that she was s much faster
vessel than those she was to meet In
the regatta, bhe 80  reported
spd thé conmsequence was that
00 one wounld enter against her
and taking advantage of a techaicality
she was ruled out of the race, the rea-
son given being that the by-laws of the
yacht clab required that say coates'-
Iog boat should be the property of
some omne individual, whereas the
America was owned by a company. Itl

Was & poor excase, but it answered the
purpose In preventing the America
from walking away with the Quoeen’s
cup tben in the club's possession.

This did not, however, deter the
crew {rvm running the America in the
race, and she so completely distanced
the whole British fleet that the event
created a sensation. The Queen
became 80 much Iinterested .in the
matter that she msde s perzopal visit
to the victerions yacht and presented
the men on board with & guinea each,
and after giving them a cordial invita-
tion to visit her at Osborne, took her
leve. The pext tlyngz the Steers
prothers heard from her was that she
had given them _another ‘'Queen’s
cup,”’’ an exact duplicate offtbe one far
which they had been forbidden to com-
pete, and that [s what is oow xnown
as the America'’s Cup.

Topay the final argument on behalf of
the condemned aparchists was to be
m’de in tke Supreme Court of the Unit-
ed States.

It will scarcely be proper, when the
lives of seven men are i{nvolved In the
issue, 10 say 4hal these grouands are
shadowy and technical, the slraws
which 80 maony drowoing men clatch
at lo the desperation of imminent
death, They are substaptial and rest
at the very foandation of jast govern-

ment and good seociety, Without
the strict ebservance - of both
of those saleguards against ju-

dicial marder, the courts mizht soon
become more dargerous than is the
class of men we ask them to protect
us against. We cannot, o accordance
with Christianity or the just laws of
man, take that which we did not give
in the first lostance and having taken
canuot restore, unless the nccessities
of the situation are such that no other
safeguard to our well being exists and
guilt bas been determined in accord-
ance with the methods and forms duly
accepled and in force. It therefere
only remains to be seen whetlher or
not the attoroeys’ polots ars well
taken and have veen supported by the
record; il so, the duiy of the Supreme
Court in the premises would seem to
be plain indeed.

A lglance  at the salient points in
the evidencé'shows that there s and
was something wreng somewhere,
judging at o distance. -lo relation to
the case aglinst Sples, Schwab, Par-
sons aad Fielden, particularly does
there appear '‘some black and grained
spols’’ so far as the recordjul the pro-
secution goes.

Word 'rube: Jor cae printers of the Ar-
priaters of the Ar-
beter Zeitung, but thers is
no evidence that he knew
its special impory, and when he
learned [t he told bis advertising aeent
to g0 and tell the armed men that the
ward was put In by mistake. Spies
was invited Tuesday morniong by Fis-
cher Lo speak at the lHaymarket meet-
ing, but noticing that the habd-bill
calling for the meeting contained the
words **Workiogmen, arm ‘yearaelves
and appear lu full force," he said to
Fischer that those words *muost be
struck out or he would not attend the
meeting or speak ' Spies spoke at the
Haymarket, but Mayor Hsarrison and
the reporters heard him and they made
the testimoniesihat I have already
given.”

This looks as though there were still
much room for refizctlon upon the
questionof gull: or innocence notwith-
standing the verdict. The same auth r-
ity says of Schwab, Spiea’ assistant
omn the Arbeiter Zewtung, that there is no
evidence whatever of his connection
with the plot, save Lhat afforded by the
Joubtful testimony of Thompson. And
of Parsons that he was in Cinclopati
when the conspiracy was formed; he
only returned to Chicago on Tuesday
moroing. He called a meeting, and
attended it that evening, of what was
known as the “‘American group,” at
the Arbeiter Zeitund office, sad at the
time of golng to it, did not kmow that
any meetling was to be held at the Hay-
market at all. 1t Isalmcs: Iacredible
that Parsons should have brought his
wile and children te the meeting if he
expected bombds would be thrown
there.

We all -understand that the most
powerful outside pressare ever known
in this country perhaps was brought to
bearupdn the jury to force a verdictof
conviction. This was to some ex-
tent npatural enough, since the
crime was an awlul one and stern
justice was mot to be thwarted
through- the imperlections of legsal
machimery; but if the men named had
no further connection wilh the con-
coction or carryiog out than being as-
sociates of and sympathizers with the
actors in it, there should be a grave
hesitancy about lnstituting as danger-
ous a form of anarchy as that advo-
cated by the condemned men. It
should not usurp the temples of jas-
tice and take possession of the pra-
cesses and mechanism by which juas-
tice is satislied.

Chicago I8 not noted for the purity
of its adminmistration In some of she
branches of the public service, and on
great oceasions it might require
close watching. This s josti-
fiable now when three of the
most eminent criminal lawyers of the
United3tates, tor no practical compen-
sation,undestake to show that the state
of which it I8 the metropolis proposes
to'commit murder unnder the name and
io the form of law, threugh its pecu-
liar system of jury drawing and disre-
gard of accepted principlzs. However,
it may turn out, tha principles npon
which they rely are seund and ought
to be maintained at all hmzards. Two
vur three of the coandemped meén seem
to be guilty beyond doubt, and they
ought to pay the.peoaity; but unless
the facts and forms warrant it, the
others should not be punished further,
no matter bow loud and long the
clsmors of the populace.

AN UNCONSTITUTIONAL SEC-
TION.

I March last a mule belonging . to
Nathan Sears kizked a blooded mare
which was with foal, and was owned
by Charles Gilmore, caus'ng her to lose
ber colt. Gilmore sued sears for $275
damsages, and the case was on trial
before Judge Zane yesterday. The de-
fendaat filed a demurrer to the com-
plaint, based on the following section
of what 18 commonly called the *‘es-
tray Jaw,” ehaptsr vill, Session Laws
of 1886, page 8: . : ;

Seg. 17.—If the aggrieved persom

1 1=~ of comprehension is what youn

shall proceed by action agaianst the
owner or person in charge of trespass-
ing animals, he shall get two dis-
interested persons ol Ris precinct
to, appraise the damages and to
wive him a certificate thereof in writ-
Iog under their hawda, which certifl-
cate shall accompany the compisint as
a part thereol, and under no circum-
stances shall he recover of the defend-
ant in such action nunless such
appraisal and certificate shall be made
within ten deys after tne time such
trespass was committed, nor to a
greater amouant of damages than the
amount named in such certificate.”’

The determination of the amount of
the damages done By & trespessiog
animal is a Jadicial acti Nehce the two
sppralsers ptovided for o this section
#fe Constituted a court with power o
make a decree, which,the section says,
shall be fioal; that is, it provides that
the judgment of the appraisers as te
the amount of damage dJdone, shall be
the limit of the amount which plaintiff
may recovetrin the cYent of an action
at Inw.

Undef the laws of Congress applic-
able to this Territory, the only courts
that can bave any exiztence within it
are ju-tices', U. 8. commissloners’
probate, district, and the Territorial
Supreme. The Legislative Assembly
of this Territory has po authority to
vest judicial powers in anv other offi-
cers or tribunals than.these. This
polot iz made clear o Judge
Emerson’s somewhat noted decision
respecting the Water Commissioners,
provided for by Territorial statute for
the purpose ol delerminine title to
water. [Inthat decisionitis ekplained
that judiclal funciloas can on!y be ex-
ercised by the couris provided for by
Congressional legislation.

The demurrer of the delense, based
on the above section, was overruled,
Judge Zane holding that provision of
our estray law Lo be unconstitutional,
for the reasons above indicated. When
the principles underlying the guestion
are considered, the soundness el the
decision Is mpparent.

Farwer David B. Dickson, who lives
on the banks of the L'assaic River, is
probably the ouly maa o Lils country
who breeds owls for the market. BMr.
Dickson is widcely known as a skillful
taxidermist, and when pot following
the plow, riding a mower or attendiog
to other farm work, he i3 either raog
inag the woods in search of birds or 13
rcngugeﬂ in his workshop b0 mounting
‘specimens. The demand for owis Is
always large and the sapply short.
Mr. Dickson is a paturalist and a
stadent of the habits of every bird
common to New Jersey., lle con-
cluded several years ago that the
owls meeded encouragement to nest on
his place, and cousequeastly he made
arrafngements 10 epcoursge ihem DY
E‘roﬁding them with snug quarters.
