It Costs Money to Run News-i'ai'kk- s.

The difficulty and ex-

pense of establishing a first class
daily paper in England seems to be
as great as in this country, despite
the general belief that the British
newspapers are rather slow going
and inexpensively managed. The
Hour, a conservative journal,
which at one time had quite a run
in London, both in circulation and
advertising, succumbed a few
weeks ago, after having changed
hands three times, and nearly
bankrupting all its different pro-
prietors. At one time it had an
advertising patronage worth $3,500
a week, yet during the three years
and a half in which it was publish-
ed it sunk, over and above all its
earnings, not less than $350,000!
The 1' inters' Register an excel-
lent authority on the subject,
estimates that a London daily
paper, even under the most enter-
prising and economical manage-
ment, cannot live with a less circu-
lation than 20,000 a day and $3,000
worth of advertisements per week.
We may add, in this connection,
that the publisher of The Echo, a
half-pen- ny paper of wide circula-
tion in London, shows that the
total expense of publishing it last
year amounted to the sum of $220,-50- 0.
