The Commissioner believes
this policy has generally been ap-
proved throughout the country. The
investigations outlined related toques --

tlotksof industrial depression, Involvinga study of their character, their causes,

an investigation included the questionof theioauence of depressions on the
cost oi living; the extent to. which in-
dustries are involved; Iise-cos- t of pro-
duction as influence, by the use of

twenty special &xn& were appointed,and at the close of the nscai year fif-
